REDUCTION OF
POSTAL RATES

On British Papers Coming Inte
Canada. New Rate is Penny
Per Pound.

(From Ouf Own Correspondent in the
Press Gallery.)

Ottawa, April 15.—The rate of post-
age upon British- newspapers and
magazines sent to Canada has been
reduced, by agreement between the
mother country and the Dominion,
from 8 cents per pound to one cent.
per pound. ’

This announcement was made
simultaneously teday by Right Hon.
Sydney Buxton, the Postmaster-
general of Great Britain, in the House
of Commons at Westminster and by
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, Postmaster-
General of Canada, in the Ho#sé of
Commons here.

It was viting that this important
announcement should be made on the
iay when the Colonial Conference as-
sembled in London.

In Force Next Month.

Hon. Mr. Lemieux’s' statement this
morning was in these words:

“The following arrangement has
been made between His Majesty’s
Postmaster-General (Mr. S8ydney Bux-
ton) and the Postmoster-General of
Canada (Mr. Lemieux) and will come
into force on May Ist, 1907.

“At present the rate on British
newspapers, -magazines and trade
journals going to Canada is that
fixed by the Postal Union Conven-
tion, viz.: 1-2d. per 2 ozs., which is
roughly equivalent to 8 cents per 1b.
At this rate and under existing con-
diticns the articles in question are
unable to obtain a footing in Canada,
with the consequence that the volume
of newspapers, magazines, etc., cir-
culated in Canada is very incsusid-
erable.

“This state. of affairs is unfavor-
able to the growth of close sympathy
and common sentiment between
Canada and the mother country, and
1s, at the same time, prejudicial to
the mutual trade and material in-
terests of both countries.

“With a common desire of provid-
ing and encouraging in regard to these
matters, freer and more mutually pro-
fitable intercourse between the United
Kingdom and Canada, His Majesty’s
Postmaster-General and the Post-
master-General of Canada have agreed
to the following:

Penny Per Pound.

“The postage from the United King-
dom to Canada on registered news-
papers and on hona fide magazines
and trade journals (published at re-
gular intervals of not more than one
month) is to be reduced to a rate of
a penny per lb. on each packet, the
charges on packets not exceeding
2 ozs, remaining at a half-penny. The
present limit of weight of 5 lbs. for ;
a packet will be maintained and cer--
tain administrative regulations will’
be laid down by the British post
office.

“This specigl redugtion. will place
Great Britain in the future in at least
as favorable a pestdl position towards
Canada in regard to the articles in
question as that occupied by any
other country. The reduction is bas-
ed on a consideration of the very
special and peeculiar position, geo-
graphically and otherwise, oceupied
by Canada, and is granted also in
consideration of the fact that the
Dominion Postmaster-Gexeral under-
takes to carry free of ocean transit
charge_s all British newspapers,
magazines and trade journals gent
from the United Kingdom to Canada
bv vessels under contract with the
Canadian Government, thus relieving
ithe British post office of the cost of
such transit charges on the articles in
«Igluesuon (approximately 4 1-3 cents a
1b.)

The arrangement will remain in
force for a period of four years, un-|

THE ESTIMATES
FOR IMMIGRATION

Came up in House, and Some
Members Showed Lack of
Knowledge on Subject.

(From Our Own Correspondent in the
Press Gallery.)

Ottawa, April 17.—The immigration
estimates came up yesterday, and, as
usual, were made the target for
questions and criticisms from the Op-
position, not the least interesting
function of which was to ghow how
little some members of the Canadian
Parliament know about this branch of
the national business.

Nothing Too Gbod For Canadians.

Mr. J. D. Reid, Opposition mber
for Greunville, Ontario, wa to know
whether it was true, as he had heard,
that Canadians going from the eastern
provinces were not so well treated by
Government officials as immigrants
from other countries. .

His fears were set at rest by the
Minister of the Interior, who said:

*“I have heard, as my hon. iriend
has heard, that the native Canadian
does not get the same show in .ae
Canadian West as the ‘foreigner.’
Well, that is a mistake. There is,
however, this to be said, that the!
‘foreig<er’ who does not speak the
English language deserves and does
receive an attention than an English-
speaking man dces not need, and|
would resent if offered him. There-
fote when ‘foreigners’ come here speak-
ing no language but their own, who |
are not familiar with our laws and |
system of government, if we wish
them to acquire an understanding of
the advantages that are offered to
and of the obligations which they are
taking upon themselves, we must pay
them an attention that the Canadian
certainly does not require, because he
understands shoroughly our laws and |
is himself a part and parcel oi the|
government. But so far as facilities
for locating lands are concerned, that
is_te say, the gelection of lands, mak-
ing entry therefor, and se on, precise-
ly the same facility is offered to every
one alike. Our land offices are as
wide open to one man ag to another.
The German, the Galician, the Douk-
hobor, when they reach the land
agencies, and a good many of the sub-
agencies receive no favors over the
Americans or the Canadians. There
is no distinction in any way to the
disadvantage of the Canadian. But T
beg to assure my hon. friend that
while it is not the policy oi the
government to enter upon a campaign
to induce people from the eastern pro-
vinces to go to the western provinces,
and I have every reason for believing
that such a campaign would not be
looked upon favorably by the eastern
provinces, indeed we are not allowed
to enter upon such a eampaign, I want
to say that when Eastern Canadians
come there, there is nothing too good
for them in the minds of the ad-
ministration.

The Opposite View.

J. J. Hughes, of Kings, Prince Ed- |
ward Island, had an exactly opposite |

EXPOSITION

Will Open This Week. Itis 80
per cent. Completed. ' Big
Naval Displays.

Nolfork, Va., April 22 —Despite the
splendid efforts of a corps of energet-
ic officials, thousands of werkmen
and landscape gardeners, the James-
town Centennial Exposition will be
opened this week in an unfinished
state.
