Those who ply the 
muckrake are always after anything 
but truth. Robert Campbell, formerly 
of the timber and mines branch, but 
now of the forestry branch of the in­
terior department, was recalled by 
Mr. Ames in respect of payments by 
T. A. Burrows, M.P.. for royalties and 
interest. These payments appear in 
the auditor general’s report and form 
the basis for the inquiry. In respect 
of one of the limits awarded to Bur­
rows, Campbell said that N. Burrows 
had sent in three, checks for the total 
amount of his tender, $15,000. The 
amounts of the cheques were $6,000, 
$5,000 and $4,000.

McDonald, of Pictou, remarked that 
it was a common practice of tenderers 
to send in two or three cheques for 
the total amount. The berth north of 
Prince Albert, 250 square miles, was 
got by Perkins & Fraser for $5,000. No 
amount was stated in the tender but 
it was said $5,000 was enclosed. The 
form endorsed by J. C. Turiff was 
$5.000.

The originals, Ames claimed, show­
ed them all to be in the same hand­
writing, and another berth obtained 
by John McBean.of Ottawa, for $1,000, 
was got by a tender in which the am­
ount was not specified. Ames declar­
ed that it was his intention to see if 
it were possible to know who the men 
were to whom the berths had gone. 
Ames took up a cluster oi berths, 1,099, 
on the line of the G. T. P. between 
Edmonton and Yellow Head pass, and 
1.192 on the Pembina river, west of 
Edmonton. All three were taken by 
T. A. Burrows in his own name. No. 
1,099 was for $6,500 in two cheques 
for $3,500 and $2,500. Burrows offer­
ed to give No. 1,063 to Mr. Ames for 
a five cent picee if he would pay the 
dues.

Canada Wants More Settlers, Says 

Immigration Commissioner Smith, 
Interviewed in London, But They
Must Be the Right Sort.

BIG FIRE IN DELORAINE.

Fire This Morning Destroyed Two
Buildings and Damaged Another.
Deloraine, Man.,Mar. 19—Fire broke 

out here this morning about 3 o’clock 
completely destroying Lyons & Gour- 
lay’s barber shop, Passwood’s butch­
er shop and all the contents. Both 
stores were located in the same build­
ing, which was totally destroyed. 
Thomas and Booth’s store to the west 
was also destroyed together with a 
large stock of furniture and house 
furnishings, etc. William -''Clialle-rs’ 
brick aiid stone hardware store on the 
east was badly damaged, but was sav­
ed from complete destruction by the 
gasoline fire engine, which, though 
slow in getting to work, did splendid 
service. Thomas and Booth’s loss in 
stock and fixtures will amount to $9,- 
000 and on the building $3,000. E. Lin- 
ward, who owned the building occu­
pied by the butcher and barber shops, 
will have a loss ox $2,500. Lyons & 
Gourlay’s loss on stock and fixtures 
is $1,000, and Passwood’s about $500, 
The loss on the Chalmers building 
and stock is hard to estimate. The 
fire had burned through the west wall 
of the building anj} had made consid­
erable progress in the interior before 
it was discovered. The damage to 
stock was caused prineipally by water 
and chemicals. Chalmers carried in­
surance of about $7,000.

ALASKA MINERS IN RIOT.

^ Strike- Breaker* on Way to Mines are 
Fired on.

Fairbanks, Alaska, Mar. 18—Mem­
bers of the Western Federation of 
Miners engaged in a riot today. They 
threatened men going out on the train 
to the creeks to work and prevented 
railroad men from loading baggage 
on the train. Louis Deazat fired four 
shots at Deputy.Phil North, who re­
turned the fire, but no one was in­
jured except a number of Federation- 
ists who were clubbed. Tom Steffens, 
organizer and leader of the Western 
Federation, W. E. Priessley, leader 
of the miners’ paper, and Frank Cul­
len, secretary of the local union, were 
arrested lor harboring prisoners in 
union headquarters after the shoot-
mg.

view with J. Obed Smith, the former 
Dominion immigration commissioner 
at Winnipeg, who has reached Eng­
land to take up the work of his new 
office.

Send Us ten thousand men tomor­
row, and we’ll find them all work.”

“The man who made that remark to 
me in Canada a little over two years 
ago (writes a 'Daily Newa’ representa­
tive) stood before me again yesterday 
as confident as ever in the possibili­
ties of the west. At our first meeting 
lie came on.,board the Allan liner Vic­
torian, at Quebec, as emigration agent, 
and went up stream with us to Mont­
real. Yesterday he began his new 
duties as chief at the Dominion’s emi­
gration office in Charing Cross. It 
was there we met.

“Mr. J. O. Smith remembered our 
previous meeting, and when I asked 
whether Canada still wanted ten thou­
sand men from England, he made an­
swer :

“ 'On the land, yes. In the towns, 
Canada does not want a man from 
either England or any other coun­
try.’

“ ‘ Your own unemployed problem 
bas become acute?’

‘"Not acute; but in the big towns 
there lias this winter been a shortage 
oi work. Many of tile men out of 
work tiiis winter could get good board 
and wages if they cared to leave the 
towns and go on to farms.’

“ ‘Guaranteed work?*
“ 'Certainly. On our own books in 

the government immigration office at 
Winnipeg were scores of vacancies on 
farms up country whicli the unem­
ployed would not accept.’

No Town Wastrels.
“ ‘Hence you are here to stop any 

town wastrels going from this coun­
try?’

“ 'Unless they show a willingness 
and capacity for going on the land,’ 
returned Mr. Smith. " Our difficulty 
i- to keep emigrant,» out of the cities. 
The only class of emigrant we want 
in Canada is the land worker. We 
guarantee to get work for every emi­
grant who is willing and able to go 
on a farm.’

“ ‘That does not include Englisn 
town dwellers?’

“ ’Not at all. We only insist that 
lie shall not become a Canadian town 
dweller. We ask him to become a 
land tiller. We have seen willing 
men from English towns become very 
successful settlers. I remember a 
young dock laborer arriving at Winni­
peg. with his wife, about six years 
ago. We sent him up country, and 
when I saw him not long ago he had 
his own farm and told me he was 
worth £t,000.’
' " ‘What pi the Dominion’s new im­

migration restrictions?’
“ ‘You mean the order that comes in 

loice next April. That ensures that in 
future only emigrants with a certifi­
cate from our London office will be 
admitted into Canada. The certifi­
cate will only be granted when we arc- 
satisfied that the Emigrant is likely 
to make a Useful settler.’

Certified Emigrants.
“So that you will have fewer de­

portations?”
“And isn’t that an advantage nil 

round?” suggested Mr. Smith. “Many 
a man has sold up his home here and 
gone with his family to Canada at 
some expense, only to find that he 
lias to be deported. Such a man re­
turns worse off than when lie went’

“The new order implies tnat such 
men are sent out by charitable 
agencies?”

“That is so. We. have had many 
men sent out by various societies 
whom we can only describe as un­
employed. I don’t like the word un­
desirables. Certainly they arc not tne 
kind of men we want.”

••Will all the emigration agencies 
have to marsluiU their bands m 
future at your London office?”

“We need not necessarily see every 
emigrant personally. No longer will 
one certificate pass the whole bunch 
sent out by a single society. Every 
emigrant or family will have to be 
certified. If the papers submitted by 
a society do not satisfy us we shall 
ask them to bring before, us the emi­
grants concerning who we nave 
doubts. The effect will lx; to weed 
out those whom we know can be ot 
no use in Canad.”

“To limit emigration, in fact'
"No, no!” came the sharp response. 

“If anything we want to increase emi­
gration. But we do claim the right 
to stop the unemployable of your Eng­
lish cities from swelling the ranks of 
the unemployable in Canadian cities.

Some First-Class Settlers.
“What of the men sent out by the 

Central Unemployed body?"
“We say give us more of such men. 

Our experience has been that the men
sent out by tlie unemployed body have 
proved first-class settlers. This is be­
cause they have been carefully select­
ed and many of them trained on the 
land at Hollesley Bay before going

Mr. Smith gave some amazing 
figures. Last year the number of im­
migrants entering vanada. reached 
277 376 The year before the number 
was 215,112. Of last year’s immi­
grants no fewer than 220,825 crossed 
the ocean, the remainder entering 
from the United States. The immi­
grants from England and Wales num­
bered last year 110,287, while Scotr 
land sent 33,376 and Ireland 7,oC3.

Exports of foreign 
products totalled $863.677, as com­
pared witli $1,075,294 in tlie corres­
ponding month of 1907.

For the eleven months of the current 
year the total trade amounted to 
$689,755.974, an increase of $30,156,704. 
The imports totalled $328,321,353, a 
gain of $24,798.784 and the exports 
totalled $261,634,521, a gain of $5.357,- 
920. Exports of tlie products of 
mines increased about $2,400,000; 
agriculture, $14,700.000 and manufac­
tures, $1,835,000. Exports of fish fell 
off by $ 160,000 ; exports of forest pro­
ducts were $1,700,000; animals and 
their products, $12,150,000.

see to the application of the money. The 
only regard an owner need have is'to the 
register of the liens or loans he has had 
written notice of, and he is entitled to 
hold hack from the contractors price cer­
tain moneys to complete his building in 
the event of the contractor refusing or 
neglecting to complete his work. The de­
cision is contrary to the view held by 
all lumbermen and merchants in Alberta.

BERLIN CELEBRATION 
ENDS IN MUCH RIOTING

Socialists and Anarchists Observing 
Anniversary of Revolution of 1848 
Make Demonstration Which are 
Put Down by Police. — Many 
Wounded in Fights.

Berlin, March 19.—The celebration 
of the 69tli anniversary of the revolu­
tion" of March, 1843, by the Socialists 
and Anarchists ended with sharp 
fighting in the streets between the de­
monstrators and the police yesterday, 
but despite many broken heads and 
bruised bodies, nobody was killed, 
and niyht saw the police in posses­
sion of the streets witii order restored.

The government iiad taken pre­
cautions similar to those adopted in' 
preparation for, the January suffrage 
demonstrations. All the police were 
on duty, while the city’s garrison of 
ten thousand infantry, cavalry and ar­
tillery was at the barracks under 
arms. Thousands of Socialists, 
Anarchists and trade unionists march­
ed early in the morning to Friedrich- 
ishail cemetery, where they placed 
flowers on the graves oi five hundred 
victims of the great fighting in 1848. 
The paradera were orderly and sub­
mitted to police inspection o£ the in­
scriptions on the wreaths.

It was after holding thirty-six mass 
meeting in the afternoon that disor­
der began. A procession of men and 
women, sometimes totalling two thou­
sand, paraded tlie streets singing re­
volutionary songs anil shouting an­
archical expletives. They were stop­
ped by the police. Some procession­
ists tried to reach tlie Kaiser’s palace, 
which, was guarded by alined police, 
but were prevented. The Reichstag 
and other "public buildings were ap­
proached. Flat., OÏ swords Were used 
unsparingly on the demonstrators, 
and they were hustled and punished 
relentlessly. There were about a 
dozen stiff lights before the streets 
were cleared a,nd the mobs driven into 
the suburbs.

Forty-seven arrests were made. 
Nine policemen sustained injuries and 
it is ’estimated that fifty manifestants 
were wounded.

ENDORSATION OF 
FIELDING’S PLAN

Issue of Emergency Currency Would 
Greatly Assist Canada Say 

Financiers.

Honor for tnc Dead.

Paris, France, Mar. 17—Madame 
Emil Zola is disaslistied with the cer­
emonial of’ the national honors to be 
paid her late husband oil April 2nd, 
when the body is to be officially re­
ceived at Pantheon. Premier Cl :men- 
ceaux, M. Picquart, *M. Reinaeh and 
other former allies of the noted writer 
are not to speak and tlie only address 
will be that Ly M. Doullergue, the 
minister of public instruction.

“I hesitated," said Mme. Zola, “be­
fore I consented to the transfer of the 
bodv to the Pantheon as I wish to bo 
buried beside my husband. However, 
I realized that it was my. duty to sac­
rifice my personal dçsjvos to the will 
of the nation and the desire of France 
to pay homage to the great writer. I 
notice .'that the newspapers Isay my 
husband is not ;receiving the honor 
for liis books but Owing wholly to his 
action in the Dreyfus casp, but. they 
forget that this courageous act wn 3 
merely the consecpience of a long life 
of uprightness and’ literary labors.-"

Toronto, Mar. 19—The proposition 
advanced by Hon.W. S. Fielding, Can­
adian minister of finance, with regard 
to the iesue of an emergency currency 
is one that if carried out will aid ma­
terially in putting Canada in a ncisi- 
tion to take advantage of its position 
as the granary of the world, accord­
ing to local financiers. ,. -

Byron Walker, of the Bank of Com­
merce, said :—

“The crops oi the western.country 
must be moved rapidly in order to en­
able the farmers to take advantage 
of the proper market. A large amount 
of money is required within a very- 
limited period for this purpose, and 
the issue of emergency currency would 
provide the necessary funds. Any 
such issue should, however, be con­
fined to a short time and the banks 
should be compelled to return it when 
the emergency is over.”

C. A. Bogart, general manager of. the" 
Dominion bank, said : “The issue of 
the emergency currency would be in 
the interest of the country, but the 
time limit should Tie and the issue 
should be made under carefully- 
thought out restrictions.”

C.N.R. TO HUDSON BAY.

Regina Paper Believes President Has 
Approached Government.

Regina, March 18.—The Standard says 
in an item from Ottawa this afternoon, : 
that William Mackenzie of the C.N.R. 
leaves for England within the next ten 
days to endeavor to float bonds for the 
building for the Hudson’s Bay railroad. 
A proposition has been submitted to the 
government which has considered the 
scheme and offered certain guarantees on 
bonds and subsidies for the steamers. If 
Mr. Mackenzie can arrange with his syn­
dicate in England to purchase the bonds 
when issued and make advances on sub­
sidies, there is every prospect of tlie 
project being submitted to parliament 
this session. There is already a stand­
ing grant of 12, 800 acres of land per, 
mile for this road. This land grant was 
authorized before the Liberal govern­
ment came into power at Ottawa in 
18SG.

Refugee» May Leave.

Port-au-Princo, March 18.—The Hay­
tian government lias surrendered the re­
fugees, and has allowed them to leave 
the country.

They 
sent a joint communication to President 
Nord Alexis on the subject of the refu­
gees in the consulates and legations re­
questing that they lie allowed to leave 
tho country in safety. The president and 
cabinet thereupon discussed the situation. 
Later, the French minister M. Carteron 
received an official note signed by M. 
Louis Borno, minister of state, saying 
that in view of the attempted rebellion 
on March 15, tlie president and cabinet 
had decided to accede to the request of 
tho powers to iiermit the embarkation 
of refugees in the consulates in Gon- 
aives, St. Marc and Port De Paix.
