The Catacombs of Rome.—Professor 
De Launay gftve the second of his series 
of lectures on the above interesting sub­
ject in Chalmers’ church on Friday even­
ing. We were glad to see a good at­
tendance, the majority of whom were 
ladies. The professor specially devoted 
himself to an explanation of the epitaphs 
and inscriptions on the tombs in the 
catacombs, and much really interesting 
information was derived from the worthy 
Professor’s researches. The Professor re­
marked on the wide diversity of nomen­
clature in modern cemeteries to that em­
ployed in the catacombs of Rome ; the 
inscription “died” being never employed, 
that of “asleep” being the universal mode 
of indicating the resting place of the dead.

Another Letter from Dr. 
Livingstone.

New York, July 27.—The Herald has 
another letter from Dr. Livingstone, 
which was received by cable from Lon­
don. The following is an extract :—“In 
trying to make the East African slave 
trade better known to Americans I in­
dulge in the hope that I am aiding in 
bringing about the good time when 
coming when slavery, as well as piracy, 
will be chased from the world. Many 
have but a faint idea of the evils that 
trading in slaves inflicts on the victims 
and author/} of its atrocities. The slaves 
generally, and especially those on the 
West Coast, at Zanzibar and elsewhere, 
are extremely ugly. I have no prejudice 
against their color ; indeed any one who 
lives long among them forgets they are 
black and feels that they are just fellow- 
men, but the low, retreating forehead, 
protruding jaws, large heels and other 
physical peculiarities which you notice on 
coming among slaves and West African 
Negroes always awaken some feelings of * 
aversion. I will not utter a syllable cal­
culated to press down either class more 
deeply in the mire in ^rhieh it is already 
sunk, but I.wish to point out that they 
are not typical Africans any more than 
they are typical Englishmen, and that 
the nations on nearly all the highlands 
of the interior continent are; as a rule, 
fair specimens of humanity.
