SEVERAL LIVES LOST.
Montreal, Aug. 13.—<~A shocking acci-
dent is reported {o have occurred at five
o’clock this morning, on the South-
Eastern Railway at Abercorn, on the line
between Boston and Montreal. It ap-
pears that the ,train due there at nine
o'clock had arrived at the bridge over
the stream at Abercorn, when the bridge
gavé way, having been undermined by
the storm last night. The engine and
tender fell in, fortunately filling up the
gap and thus preventing the rest of the
train from inenrring the same fate. The
engineer, Frank Lanchot, the fireman,
whose name has not yet been received’
and the roadmaster, named Harris, who
were on the engine, wera killed. A little
girl, who was in one of the passenger
cars, is also gaid to liave been killed, it
