Herbert Gladstone Thinks 

This Must Be Done.

Strong Letter From the 
Premier's Son.

Late

Salisbury’s i.iness Said To Be Very 
Serious—Speech From Queen 

Alexandra to Her Danish 
Friends.

London, April 1— Herbert Gladstone, 
member for West Leeds, has issued a 
lettev to his constituents making a 
Striking Indictment against the gov- 

' ernment which the Daily News de­
clared “will be welcomed by all Lib­
erals as a bugle call to action and 
as worthy of his father's son."’ He 
appears to have struck a note on which 
a majority of the Liberals can unite 
against what even the Conservative 
organs admit to be the weak manage­
ment of the party in power. The 
quality of the letter can be judged 
from the following extracts:

"The war in South Africa will cost 
tiot far short of £200,000,000 ($1,000,000,- 
6W> and the settlement seems as far 
off as ever. There are problems to be 
solved in the far east of the first mag­
nitude and the government appears 
destitute of a clear, settled policy. Al­
ready the huge expenditure for the 
army and navy is going up by leaps 
and bounds and will force Europe to 
add to its ruinously large armaments. 
Where is it to end ?

"The Irish question is more to the 
front than ever, and the government 
seems to view it with apathetic im­
potence.

"The advocates of the Liberals are 
not endeavoring to take up the gov­
ernment’s burden until they have 
‘exacted conditions that their policy 
will not again be stultified by the re­
jection of their measures by the House 
of Lords.’

"Whether the conditions should be 
exacted from the King or whether the 
Liberals must frankly appeal to the 
country for the practical abolition of 
the House of Lords is not quite clear. 
But anyway, as the Daily News says, 
‘it is a bold and somewhat startling 
suggestion, In which Mr. Gladstone 
seems to have put his finger on the 
weak spot of modern Liberalism.' ”

SALISBURY'S ILLNESS. 
London, April 1.—The Weekly Dis­

patch repeats the story published in 
the Daily Express that Lord Salisbury 
Is suffering from a kidney affection 
which is iikely to incapacitate him for 
some time, and says it learns that the 
premier’s illness has taken so unfavor­
able a turn that his proposed visit to 
the Riviera has become almost hope­
less and that the announcement of his 
resignation of the premiership and his 
retirement from political life may be 
anticipated oefore the end of April 1. 
The Dispatch says:

"The premier's condition became so 
grave a week ago that Sir Richard 
Douglas Powell, Dr. Walker and other 
physicians were hastily summoned. In 
order to avert a crisis, a special pre­
scription was made up, the applica­
tion of which checked the approaching 
complications, but the premier's con­
dition for the last day or two has dis­
appointed all the medical men. One 
of the earliest callers on Saturday was 
a special messenger from the King.”

BULLETINS.
London, April 1.—The following bul­

letin was issued last evening; "Lord 
Salisbury was attacked with influenza 
March 23. The illness has run the 
normal course and has been attended 
by the usual prostration. The tem­
perature, however, has been almost 
normal for the last two days and his 
lordship’s strength has improved, with 
Increasing power of taking food.— 
Douglas Powell, H. R. Walker.”

FENIAN LEADER'S FUNERAL.
Dublin. April 1.—The funeral of Jas. 

Stephens, leader of th» Fenian move- 
i nt of 1866. who died on Friday, took 
piece yesterday, the remains being in­
terred" in the afternoon in Glasnevin 
cemetery, in the presence of a 
great assemblage of people, including 
delegates from the various national 
organizations. Michael Davitt was 
among the pall-bearers. The coffin 
was drawn by six horses without 
riders, and covered by beautiful 
wreaths from political societies. An 
Irish flag floated over it. At the re 
quest of John Redmond, Nationalist 
leader in the House of Commons, 
Timothy Harrington, lord mayor of 
Dublin; William Field, M. P. for the 
St. Patrick's division of Dublin, and 
John J. Clancy, member for the North 
Dublin county, followed the hearse as 
representatives of the Nationalist 
parliamentary party. Stephens was 
buried beside his wife in the “mar­
tyrs' plot.” There were no speeches 
or demonstrations.

HE MUST RESIGN HIS SEAT. 
London. April 1.—As a result of the 

evidence heard in the trial of the peti­
tion alleging that the agents of Fred- 
ric Rutherford Harris, ex-secretary of 
the British Chartered South Africa 
Company, were guilty of corruption in 
the parliamentary election at Mon­
mouth counsel for Mr. Harris, at the 
resumption of the hearing, announced 
that Mr. Harris, under the circum­
stances, must relinquish his seat in the 
House of Commons. Mr. Harris was 
the confidential agent of Cecil Rhodes, 
and won for the Conservatives a seat 
which had long been held by the Lib­
erals.

THREE HUNDRED DESERTERS. 
Accra, Gold Coast Colony, April 1.— 

Three hundred men of the British 
West African Regiment, who deserted 
at Kurnassie, marched, armed, to Cape 
Coast Castle, where all business has 
been suspended owing to a fear that 
the deserters will loot the town. One 
hundred and twenty troops were dis­
patched from Accra to Cape Coast Cas­
tle at once to suppress the revolt.

NEWFOUNDLAND FISHERIES. 
London, April 1.—A conference was 

held at the colonial office Saturday on 
the Newfoundland fisheries question. 
Mr. Chamberlain presided. Lord Lans- 
downe, secretary of foreign affairs, and 
Mr. Bond, the Newfoundland premier, 
were present.

NINE MEN DROWNED.
Hull, April 1. — The local steamer 

Paris foundered Saturday off the 
Northumberland coast. A boat with 
ten of her crew capsized and nine men 
were drowned.

BRITISH REVENUE INCREASE. 
London.April 1.—The revenue returns 

for the United Kingdom for the year 
ending March 31 total £140,018,624—an 
increase over those of the preceding 
year of £10,261.894.

LOST HIS FORTY WIVES.
Paris, March 30.—In connection with 

the defeat of the native chief, Fodey 
Kabba, by a French expedition, at 
Mandina, West Africa, on Saturday 
last, it is announced that an explosion 
of the chief’s powder magazine killed 
his forty wives.
THREE THOUSAND PERSONS AR­

RESTED.
London, April 1.—The St. Petersburg 

correspondent of the Daily Telegraph 
says: A revolutionary committee,
composed of 72 members, has been 
arrested after a desperate defense, the 
revolutionists firing at the police. Two 
secret revolutionary printing presses 
were secured in connection with the 
arrest. Altogether, 3,000 arrests have 
been made. It is reported that some 
of the ministers now wear steel cuir­
asses.

EARTHQUAKE SHOCKS. 
Constantinople, March 31.—A strong 

earthquake shock was felt here to­
day.

Odessa, March 31.—This city experi­
enced today a distinct seismic dis­
turbance.

NO MORE OPERATIONS FOR AP­

PENDICITIS.
Paris, April 1.—If some Paris doc­

tors are to be believed, there will be no 
more operations for appendicitis. Re­
cent experiments have shown that the 
much dreaded malady is due in many 
cases to helminthiasis, which means 
the presence of two kinds of worms, 
ascarides and trichoeephali, in the coe- 
eum. In one case a doctor’s daughter 
was about to be operated on for ap­
pendicitis on the report of two ex­
perts that it was inevitable, when she 
was cured by the administration of 
santonine. The mode of discovering 
the worms was by examination of the 
excreta, which proved to contain quan­
tities of eggs.

EXIT ROLAND REED.
New York, April 1.—Roland Reed, 

the actor, died in this city Saturday, 
at the home of his mother-in-law, 
Mrs. Rush. At his bedside there were 
his daughter, Miss Florence Reed, and 
Mrs. Rush. His wife was in Phila­
delphia, but on receipt of a telegram 
she started at once for this city. The 
actor’s death was caused by cancer of 
the stomach, for the amelioration of 
which he had submitted to several op­
erations. His death was peaceful.

It was announced at the Players’ 
Club that Mr. Reed would be buried 
under the direction of Edwin Forrest 
lodge. Actors' Order of Friendship. His 
remains will be placed temporarily in 
a vault in Woodlawn cemetery. The 
pallbearers will be Frank W. Sanger, 
Milton Noble. Louis Aldrich, Augustus 
Pitou, John Drew, Harry Harwood, J. 
Duke Murray. Bernard Reinold, F. F. 
Mackay. Charles Klein, Eben Plymp- 
ton, Antonio Paster, Wm. A. Brady 
and Wm. Courtright. The day for the 
funeral has not yet be. n set.

Roland Reed was born in Philadel­
phia in 1856, and was the youngest of 
three celebrated comedians whom that 
city gave to the stage, the others be­
ing Joseph Jefferson and John Drew.

Stuart Robson was touring the west­
ern circuit as leading comedian with 
John G. Cartlich. the original Mazep- 
pa, when Reed, a 6-months-old babe, 
was carried upon the stage of the old 
Walnut Street Theater in the old-time 
farce, "Peter White." There inter­
vened a long interval, during which 
he was stage door tender at the Wal­
nut and usher and call boy at the 
Arch before he again came before the 
footlights.

HIS EARLY ENGAGEMENT.
“I was promoted to prompter," he 

has said of his life in those days, "and 
used to read the plays to the actors, 
standing beside Mrs. Drew, who cor­
rected me when I made mistakes. 
While I was still call boy Lotta came 
to play her first star engagement in 
Philadelphia. One day ’Bob’ Craig, 
the comedian, fell ill. and I sang the 
songs with Lotta and made a hit. 
Then I applied for the position of 
comedian for the next season, but 
Mrs. Drew had already engaged an­
other. I left the Arch, my father ex­
claiming: ‘My boy, you've ruined
yourself.’ ”

The young Reed then shifted to the 
Walnut and shared the comedy roles 
with Chapman, until in 1871 he went 
to New Orleans, St. Louis and Kan­
sas City in turns. In 1873 he accom­
panied Lizzie Price, afterward the 
wife of Charles Fletcher, on her ill- 
starred tour with “Lucrezla Borgia"

Kingston. April 1.—Clark Hamilton, 
collector of customs at Kingston, re­
ceived a cablegram Saturday announc­
ing the sudden death in London, Eng­
land. of his brother-in-law. Cel. John 
Paton, formerly of Kingston, and at 
one time in command of the 14th P. W. 
O. Rifles. He also lived in New York, 
where he carried on banking.

Montreal. April 1.—Judge Archibald on 
Saturday dismissed the action of Delpit, 
formerly secretary to a lieutenant-gov­
ernor of Quebec. who asked to have his 
marriage annulled, after having lived 
seven years with his wife, and after she 
had borne him children.

The ground on which lit- based his ac­
tion was that, though Roman Catholics, 
they were married by a Protestant 
clergyman, therefore there really existed 
no marriage.

The case was taken up by the ecclesias­
tical court of the Roman Catholic 
Church, which upheld his view, but 
Judge Archibald dismissed the case on 
the ground that marriage is a civil con­
tract, and that religious differences can­
not affect it.

This judgment establishes en import­
ant precedent, and is the first serious in­
stance of the civil law in the Province of 
Quebec (which is molded on the old 
French law», differing with the ecclesias­
tical laws. Shorn of legal phraseology, 
the judgment means that the decision of 
the court places the civil law in marriage 
above ecclesiastical marriages, and Mrs. 
Delpit will have to ask a higher court to 
give effect to the ecclesiastical judgment 
rendered in the case, which meant di­
vorce. The judge stated that the state 
had no right to interfere with the in­
ternal affairs of a church of any creed, 
but parties in the church had a perfect 
right te go to any legalized authority to 
get married if they wanted to.

An appeal will be taken against the 
judgment, and the case, it is expected, 
will be carried to the privy council in 
England.
