From Saturday s Catastrophe On the Great Northern at 
Nyack, Mont.—13 Deaths Follow the 

Fairville, N. Y. Wreck. BargainsUA COMPLETE STORE

Spokane, Wash., Aug. 31.—Reports' 
indicate that the wreck on the Great 
Northern, at Nyack, 40 miles east of 
Kalispel, Mont., was the worst in the 
road’s history, and one of the most 
sanguinary in the annals of American 
railroading. Thirty-six lives were lost 
and ten persons were injured. Three 
of the injured will surely die, and 
the others are in a serious condition.

By heroic efforts, fifteen of the bod­
ies were taken from the wrecked cars. 

• All the other victims were cremated, 
including Supt. P. L. Downs, and his 
son, T. Kirk Downs.

There is a severe grade near the 
scene of the wreck. Two engines had 
taken a train of 28 freight cars up 
this grade, and drawn of to take 
water. While doing this all the 
28 cars started down the grade. The 
runaway train dashed down the grade 
at frightful speed and crashed into 
the rear of westbound passenger No. 
3, near the siding at Nyack. Supt. 
Downs’ private car was attached to 
the passenger and next to it was a day 
coach filled, with railroad laborers 
from Duluth.

As the runaway train sped by the 
switch, it struck a caboose and day 
coach on the siding, wrecking them. 
Fire immediately started from the oil 
lamps in the caboose. The point where 
the wild train crashed into the pas­
senger was several hundred feet away, 
and it was two and a half hours be­
fore the flames reached the main 
wreck.

Richmond, Va., Sept. 1.—The women 
who occupied the galleries during the 
meeting of the Constitutional Conven­
tion, manifested their disapproval of 
a speech made by Col. J. C. Summers 
by turning their backs upon him.

Col. Summers was declaring that all 
the people of Virginia, including the 
negroes, should be allowed to vote on 
the new constitution. He declared 
that he was a freeman. “What are 
you?" he asked of the convention.

Publicly addressing the gallery oc­
cupied by negroes, Col. Summers 
made an open address to them, say­
ing that it was proposed to disfran­
chise men in Richmond whose educa­
tion and professional attainments were 
superior to "those of any man on the 
floor; that it was proposed to disfran­
chise men who were good soldiers. Col. 
Summers said that when Joe Wheeler 
at San Juan Hill saw that the tide 
of battle was going against him, he 
said to the 71st New York Regiment:

“Stand aside and let the negroes get 
at the Spanish flag."

Col. Summers added:
“They went where white men would 

not dare to go. You people outside the 
railing, you women in the gallery 
whose husbands are not represented 
here, I appeal to you."

As Col. Summers turned to the east­
ern gallery, in which were seated the 
women, they turned their backs on 
him, while he continued a speech never 
before equaled in the hall for severity 
of arraignment of the Democratic 
party.

Philadelphia, Sept. 1.—Two miners, 
Joseph Sosiki and Charles Pinck, were 
killed yesterday by an explosion of gas 
while at work in No. 9 shaft of the Le­
high and Wilkesbarre Coal Company 
at Pittston, Pa.

The powder mills at Krebs Station, 
Pa., were totally destroyed by a ter­
rific explosion yesterday, and two 
men. Iris Rupert and Richard Houser, 
both of Krebs Station, were instantly 
killed.

J. H. Blair, colored, cook in Mr. 
Downs' car, was taken out alive, but 
died in a few minutes. It was impos­
sible to get at the bodies of Supt. 
Downs and his son.

Col. Downs was one of the most 
popular railroad men ever stationed 
here. He was 54 years of age and has 
spent 33 years in railroad service. To­
morrow he was to have assumed the 
duties of vice-president of the Spokane 
Falls and Kootenai Valley road, at 
the personal request of J. J. Hill. He 
leaves a widow, now visiting in Bak­
ersfield, Vermont, and one daughter, 
Mrs. Rupert Blue, of San Francisco.

Mr. Downs and his son left Monday : 
in the private car with his guests, 
Lieut. Victor Blue, the naval officer, 
and wife. They accompanied their 
guests as far east as Minot, N. D., and 
were returning home when the wreck 
occurred. Kirk Downs was about 21 
years of age, and was employed as 
secretary by his father.

Bays: The wreck at Nyack last 
night was the worst in the history of 
the Great Northern in that more lives 
were lost than ever before.

Five dead were brought to Kalispel 
with 13 wounded and seriously hurt, 
one of whom has died since. Of 43 
men in the day coach on the rear of 
the train only 13 wounded were saved, 
and only five dead were got out of the 
burning ruins.

REPLY FROM MR. COLBY.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

In your issue of the 29th inst. I find, to 
my surprise, a letter from one S. Gregory, 
of 379 Central avenue, London, purporting 
to be a reply to a letter of mine publish­
ed in your issue of the 23rd inst. I am 
aware of the fact that my perceptive 
powers may be lacking, but I have 
turned around more than three times ere 
penning this, and have yet failed to dis 
cover any letter of mine published in 
your paper, or any cause for publishing 
one.

The letter alluded to, with the heading, 
"Interests Some Londoners," may be 
found not in The Advertiser, but in the 
columns of the Free Press ot the 23rd 
inst. I am glad, however, that Mr. 
Gregory’s letter appears in your columns, 
as it serves to prove most conclusively 
the statements set forth in my letter in 
the Free Press, viz., that the animus of 
the whole thing has arisen from jealous 
competitors.

The company I represent needs no great 
effort upon my part to establish its sta­
bility, and the 2.000 shareholders of Lon­
don are the best evidence as to its 
methods of fair and honest dealing. That 
some changes may have been made in the 
methods of the York County Loan and 
Savings Company since it was incorpor- 
ated, I admit—this condition would be 
Inevitable, in this or any other loan com­
pany with progressive business men as 
its managers.

I am aware of the fact, and was at the 
time I penned the letter, that agents of 
the company which Mr. Gregory repre­
sents. as well as some other loan and 
insurance companies, were very busily 
engaged in trying to break down the

In New York State by the Women—Latter 
Form 50.3 of the Population.

Just Nine Years Old, Holds a Large Congre­
gation With a Wonderful Sermon. THE E. B. EDDY CO., Limited, Hull, Canada.

Branches and Agencies at Toronto, Hamilton and LondonWashington, Sept. 1.—The census bu­
reau has Issued a bulletin containing 
the statistics of population by sex, gen­
eral nativity and color for the States 
of New Jersey, New York. North Car­
olina and New Mexico.

Of the four states and territories 
comprised in this group the males are 
in excess in New Mexico, where they 
constitute 53.4 per cent of the total 
population. In New York and North 
Carolina the females exceed the males 
in number, the percentages for the fe­
males in these states being 50.3 and 50.4 
and for the males 49.7 and 49.6, re­
spectively. In New Jersey, also, the fe­
males exceed the males, but the num­
ber in excess (149) is too small to be ap­
preciable when reduced to percentages.

The foreign-born element constitut­
ed in New York in 1900 upward of one- 
fourth of the total population of the 
state, 26.1 per cent, while in New Jer- 

~4 and in 
New Mexico 7 per cent of the popula­
tion. In North Carolina, however, the 
population is practically all of native 
birth, the foreign-born element repre­
senting only two-tenths of 1 per cent 
of the total population.

In New York 98.5 per cent of the pop­
ulation in 1900 was white, while in 
New Jersey 96.2 and in New Mexico 92.3 
per cent were white. In North Caro­
lina. however, only 66.7 per cent of the 
population in 1900 was white; the col­
ored element, which is composed prin­
cipally of persons of negro descent, 
constituting 33.3 per cent of the entire 
population of the state.

In New Mexico 7.7 per cent of the 
population in 1900 was colored, this ele­
ment comprising principally Indians, 
while in New Jersey 3.8 per cent of 
the population was colored, nearly all 
of whom were persons of negro de- 
Bcent. The small proportion of color­
ed in New York, 1.5 per cent, was also 
comprised mainly of persons of negro 
descent.

In New York foreign white persons 
constituted 26 per cent and native white 
persons of foreign parentage 83.3 per 
cent: these two elements together re- 
presenting very nearly three-fifths of 
the total population of the state in 1900. 
These same two elements of the white 
population constituted over one-half of 
the population of New Jersey in 1900, 
while in New Mexico they constituted 
a little less than one-sixth of the pop- 
ulation. The white population of North 
Carolina in 1900 was composed almost 
wholly of native white persons ot na­
tive parentage, this element constitut­
ing 66.1 per cent of the total copula- 
tion.

Covington, Ga., Sept. 1.—One of the

He said he would preach on "The 
Prodigal Son."

He was perfectly at ease in the pul­
pit. his gestures were graceful and he 
always emphasized the right words, 
and explaned difficult thoughts with 
the greatest ease and with wonderful 
illustrations. In speaking of the prod­
igal son he said: "Europe and France 
are fair countries, ns I illustrated the 
passage a few minutes ago in a world­
ly sense. But in a spiritual sense we 
don’t have to go to Europe or France, 
but I can step just outside this church 
door and find myself in a far country. 
I will tell you, my friends, as soon 
as you leave God, then you are in a 
far country. And then you waste your 
substance in riotous living, and I will 
Introduce you to a few strangers you 
will meet there—-they are barroom, 
gambling and crime, infidelity and nu­
merous others."

After he had finished a sermon re­
cently. some ladies were so charmed 
that they ran up to kiss him as soon 
as he had finished, but he stood them 
off and told them not to worship him, 
but the One of whom he was preach­
ing.
