Pekin, April 4.- From all descrip- 

tions, the hanta or tarbagan, to which 
the deadly plague is directly trace- 
able, much resembles the prairie dog 
or the muskrat in its habits of life, 
and perhaps appearance. It is a bur- 
rowing animal, somewhat larger than 
a marmot. The Chinese name, "han- 
ta" carries the literal translation of 
"land otter." "Tarbagan" is the Mon­
gol name—or the Siberian—and seems 
to be generally used by the Russians.

Up to three years ago there was no 
demand for tarbagan or hanta skins. 
The natives did not use them, having 
so many other and larger animals|
