The 
locomotive, instead of a s mokestack in 
front in the usual way, has a funnel rak­
ing aft in the centre of the car, as in a 
steamship. It has a headlight, too, and 
a cowcatcher, but the front of the engine 
is rounded in, and the engineer appears 
in a conning tower above. The engine 
wheels, roughed on the tire edge, seem 
to be intended to catch in the ice and 
snow and so furnish the motive power 
for the train, the engine and cars each 
resting on what apparently are ordinary 
sleigh runners. The inventor claims 
that by means of his locomotive he will 
be able to make the trip from the mouth 
of the Yukon to Dawson City in from 
three to five days. •

The New Horseshoe Bay Light Will

Curren returned on the Topeka yester­
day and brought the news of the mishap.

It was at midnight on October 1 
that Captain Hackett was awakened by 
a rush of smoke into his cabin. He at 
once jumped up and alarmed the crew, 
but it was seen in a few minutes that 
it was hopeless to try to save 
the vessel, as the whole interior 
seemed ablaze. The schooner was 
then some 40 miles from Skagway and 
a mile and a half from shore. There 
were ten men aboard, and the captain, 
when he saw the dangerous condition cf 
his vessel, sent the crew ashore. He 
and the first mate remained until the 
boat came back for them, and the con­
dition of things became decidedly seri­
ous for awhile for those two men, as it 
seemed every moment that the lower 
part of the mast would be burned 
through and the whole of the spars and 
rigging would crash down on the deck. 
However everyone was got safely away, 
and as Captain Hackett said yesterday, 
he was a very sad man as he stood on 
the shore watching his vessel burn to 
the water’s edge.

it boasts a wharf, and a variety of more 
or less pretentious buildings. A gang of 
fifty men is at work clearing and grad­
ing streets, a large store and hotel is in 
process of erection for the company, and 
fully a dozen or more dwellings are build-
ing for the use of the miners or their em­
ployes.

It is intended 
as an aid to vessels in finding the en­
trance to Horse Shoe bay, where the 
Victoria Lumber Company’s mills are 
situated. The lighthouse building which 
is a square structure building painted 
white, of the usual lighthouse type, 
stands on the extreme point, twenty- 
four feet above the water. The lantern 
is thirty-six feet above the water and 
the fixed light is expected to be visible 
for thirteen miles from all points of 
approach by water.

To the Editor.—I was surprised by 
the statement in your issue of the 4th 
instant, that “Liberalism has 
log in connection with Canadian pol­
itics,” for, if that is true, I have been 
will-a-wisping for the past quarter of a 
century.

It is an historical fact that the idea of 
the equality of the Dominion and Pro­
vincial governments respectively, is 
dominant in the Liberal theory of 
constitution—as it ostensibly was in the 
minds of the authors of the Confedera­
tion Act cf 1867—and that th e contrary 
idea of at least some degree of "provincial 
subordination became prevalent among 
the Conservatives and was expanded and 
formulated again and again bv the Con­
servative government, before ’the courts 
in well known cases. Perhaps, a simil­
arity, instead of an equality of powers, 
would be a fitter expression—each gov­
ernment remaining supreme within its 
own sphere. I need not go into details, 
because the course of events and succes­
sive judgments of * the highest Imperial 
Court, indirectly interpreting the Con­
federation Act in a sense different from 
a series of judgments by the Supreme 
Court of Canada, have so favored the 
above theory of the Liberals, that many 
Conservatives now agree with them on 
this point, and are no longer enamoured 
of the centralising policy of their great 
leader Sir John A. Macdonald, in his 
later years, with its menace of an ulti­
mate legislative union.

The non-interference of Dominion Lib­
erals as a party with provincial elections 
is a necessary part of the above Liberal 
policy, for the reason that snch interfer- 

proposes, practically, to create a 
single directive political organization or 
autbority over two separate powers— 
namely the Dominion and the Province, 
whose vigilant and jealous oppos­
ition, in a constitutional sense, is vital 
to the proper working of our institu­
tions, both federal and provincial.

Other political doctrines, most of 
which are peculiarly Liberal, such as 
a tariff based on the requirements of the 
public service, the amendment of the 

Senate, the creation of all 
voters by the provinces, the veto power 
as an act of executive not legislative 
authority, ân honest, thrifty govern­
ment for an honest, thrifty people, the 
accordance of political action and 
sanctions with social conditions, appear 
to me to be not unremotely “ connected 
with Canadian politics.” They are, 
from my point of view, the main con­
stituents of a policy not one-tnird ac­
complished, and to be pursued by the 
Liberal party along the line of what is 
considered the straightest to secure re­
quired adjustments in the Canadian 
political experiment. Yon may object 
to the word “ experiment,” but it ex­
presses a fact. The principle of govern­
ment in the* slow-moving, aristocratic 
republic immediately south of us is that 
rulers, though popularly elected, require 
vigilant control, and can be trusted 
with powers only under effective checks 
and for a short period. The whole frame­
work of the state is interposed between 
the local community and the general 
government. There is no snch person as 
a United States voter ; the voter is 
created bv the state. A similar bul­
wark against centralizing tendencies is 
raised in England, under a different and 
more democratic government, mainly by 
historic and social influences and by 
publicity among a compact population, 
with free Means of intercourse and, 
comparatively regarded, common inter­
ests. But with respect to Canada, it is 
not easy to classify, or appreciate, its 
singular constitution, working within a 
loose federal framework, which itself 
exists under a limited monarchy, and 
presenting, superficially, curious in­
congruities in certain old-country 
formalities and apings that are not 
in consonance with the social 
conditions, and therefore may be ex­
pected to disappear. Briefly, the Con­
servatives accept, and are prepared to 
defend, things as they are ; the Liberals, 
though not always consistent, are re­
solved to make the constitution of their 
country presentable among the historic 
confederations. This is not the work of 
years, but decades. The Tanneries af­
fair took place in 1874. It has taken the 
Liberals over twenty years to obtain 
recognition of the rightful status of the 
provinces—a certain definite something 
in the formative growth of a constitu­
tion, the ultimate character of which 
none of us can as yet foresee. Even as 
to this, the point of vantage cannot be 
left unguarded, safely, because, apart 
from party theories, the political forces 
of the federal government will always 
tend to manifest themselves along the 
line of centralisation.

I am not concerned with provincial 
politics or with the circumstances of the 
moment.

Mr. W. A. Carlyle, provincial min­
eralogist, in his visit to the Mainland 
from which he has just returned, has 
covered a very large amount of mining 
territory. Daring the five months he 
has been a wav he has visited the Bound­
ary Creek country, Trout Lake and L»r- 
deau districts, taken a short trip to St". 
Mary’s, in East Kootenay, spent a short 
time in the Rossland and Slocan dis­
tricts, besides seeing the Cariboo mines 
as far north as Quesnelle and Bakerville.

While conservative in hie views and 
not easily led away by the flash and glit­
ter of a mining excitement, Mr. Carlyle 
expresses himself as highly pleased with 
the mining development he has seen in 
the Slocan and Rossland districts. The 
froth and bubble has gone now, he says, 
and with it the extravagant values that 
men were at first inclined to place on 
mere prospects. In its place has come 
steady, legitimate mining districts, that 
will be worth far more to the province 
than any Klondyke. Mr. Carlyle does 
not attempt to conceal his admiration 
and praise for the great mines of the 
Rossland and Slocan districts with their 
great ore bodies that steady mining have 
brought to light.

Of the Boundary Creek country, Mr. 
Carlyle bears out the already expressed 
view that without transportation mining 
development cannot be accomplished.

The Trout Lake and Lardeau districts 
are as yet what might be called prospec­
tors’ districts, too new to have any great 
development done to show up the ore, 
but there are many people now going 
into those sections and as a result the 
mines will get their proper share of at­
tention.
