ly by herding their vietims and elubbing.
the seals on the rookeries in wholesaia
manner has been issued in the report -of
the U. S. secretary of commerce ani
labor. In his repont, dated from Wash-
ington on Tuesday -Secretary -Victor. H.
Metcalf says: The decrease in seal life
on the Pribilof islands is directly at-
tributed to pelagic séaling, and a strong
effort ghould be made to secure intoc-
national regulations which will -stop -it.
The especial fatality involved in this
practice consists in the killing of moti-
er seals at sea. These killed.in .Ba-
ring sea, in addition to being pregnamt,
have also a nursing pup on shore, “whica
on the death of its mother, dies from
starvation. In addition to ithis, 50 per
cent, of all seals killed at sea sink -and
are not recoverable.® For these reasons.
the skin of every mother seal ‘securad
by the pelagic sealers tepresents ithe de-
struction of at least four lives from
the herd. Due largely to this wanton
destruction of seal life the herd on the
Pribilof islands has been reduced from
approximately 2,000,000 animals in 1

to about 200,000 in 1905. The govern-
ment’s financial interest in this mat-
ter lies in the fact that each sealskin
taken on these islands produces a rey-
enue of $10.221. - The ravages of the
pelagic sealers have reduced the num-
ber of skins taken from 100,000 in 1885
to 14,368 during the preseit season.

When the trial of George D. Collins
was in progress In Vietorta, there were
several women, mostly visitors, who spent
day after day followihg the trial in the
court room, and so it is at San Francisco.
