It being acknowledged that the ex-
hibit could be secured then the only
Question was that of expenses, he had
before stated that was the poiat which
would have to be settled before any-
thing else was taken up. He supposed
that, as such a display would benefit
more directly those holding property
and those engaged in the wholesale
handling of fruit and other farm pro-
ducts, those people would be willing
to help toward- the financing of the
scheme. In other words, he presumed
that the farmers themselves, besides
helping in the way of contributing
their best products towards the forma-
tion of an exhibit, would aid in putting
up, the money necessary. For the reas-
on mentioned he believed that the local
wholesale dealers in the goods produc-
ed, the major portion of which was
marketed in the northwest,
help in making the exhibit a success.

There was no doubt that a display
of -the kind would serve a two-fold
purpose. It would attract to this sec-
tion of British Columbia settlers of
the prairie provinces, aforementioned,
who are contemplating moving to a
more equable ¢lime and it would show
the people of Manitoba, of 'Saskatche-
wan and of Alberta that this province
was not only a tourist resort, but that
it possessed potentialities which could
be made useful to them in a commer-
cial way; that there were grown here
articles which were required by the
purchasing public of the  middlewest,
and that could not be produced by
the prairie soil of that sec¢tion. Briefly
it would serve to open up the market
of the northwest for British Columbia
goods to a greater-degree than at pres-
ent. Henege, the display would be of
direct - benefit to the Victoria whole-
salers. On that ground Mr.  Leiser

chants could easily be induced to put
their shoulders to the wheels of the
projects which -the agriculturists of
nearby agricultural sections have in
mind.

He also endorsed the proposal that
the nurserymen of the locality should
join forces with the fruit-growers. The
inclusion of:flowers and shrubs in a
Vancouver Island exhibit would add
materially to its attractiveness and
necessarily result in attracting more
attention. to this locality. If this were
done it would mean that the flowers
would have to be replenished from
time to time, shipments being made
regularly during the progress of the
shows at which it might be decided to
make displays. ‘' But he did not think
that this would be allowed to stand in
the way.
