The man’s
matcnes were all Zone, -and even had
he been in good physical condition, it
t not thought he counld have survived
long. Just prior to his adventure, Mr-
Grath had heen discharged. from the
Rock ‘Bay. hospital, where he had been
seriously ill with-pleurisy. He reach'ed
Vancouver on Saturday night on tae

Five days before McGrath was pick-
ed up, he @nd another man were skirt-
ing the shores in a small dory, and
McGrath landed to take a look at
some timber. The other man was to
have rowed a short distance along the
shore to a point where he was to have
picked MecGrath up.. While he was
pushing the dory along in the face
of a strong offshore wind, one of the
oars broke, and unable .to hold the
boat against the wind with the re-
maining oar, he was blown out into
Malaspina strait which separates Tex-
ada island from the mainland,

McGrath realized that he was in a
terrible plight as he watched the dory
gradually working offshore till sight
of it was lost in the gathering gloom
—he had no food, no covering, and
only: a few matches. That night he
made the best of conditions, feeling
moreg anxiety for hlsl companion tihan

1

Tugs and steamers passed up and
down through Malaspina Strait in
plain sight of the marconed man, but
none- ¢ame - close enough inghore to
see his desperate signalling. At last
giving up all hope of being sighted by
any passing vessel, McGrath started
through the tangle of.forest for tae
western side of the ‘island in the hope
that he might run across some Indians
or a stray settler. He found neither.
Away at the northern end of the island
lay Van Anda omn the eastern share,
and a mining camp at Gillies -bay on
the western shere, but the miles of
forest intervention, through  which
there was not so much as a trail, made
it impossible for the man to think of
making his way north.

As day followed night, after a night
of bitter c¢old, McGrath gradually
weakened, as the little food he was
able to pick up on the beach fortified
him | scarcely @at all.. He had about
given up hope of getting off the island
alive when the tug Chinook, bound
from ‘Van Anda for Nanaimo, and
hugging the shore closely for shelter
from a southeaster, heve in sight.
Climbing a conspicuous rock, McGrata
waved his coat as continuously as his
little remaining strength would per-
mit. His signals were seen by the
man at the wheel, and a boat was
sent to pick him up.

What became of Mc@rath’s com-
ranion is a mystery. Had he been
picked dp or reached shore he would
undoubtedly have sent a rescuing
prarty after MrGrath. It is believed
that he was, drowned.

Whatever may be the reductidn, in Vv
ume of emigration this spring the C.

Even without a rush of im-
migrants the traffic from the territories
already settled must constantly increase.
The slight recession of C.P.R. shares to
148, on Wednesday was quickly over-
come on Thursday.

The
November net results, when they ap-
pear, should afford a bullish argument.

In a comparison of the growth of
traffic on Great Northern and C.P.R.
the Wall Street Journal points out that
since 1901 C.P.R.’s gross earnings have
increased from $4,000 per mile to nearly
$8,000, or 93 per cent., while the Great
Northern’s have advanced from $5,500 to
$9,000, or 69 per cent.

training for the Olympic games regatta
in England .next year, and they will
have from now till next July to get in
trim. Those who  compose the combi-
nation just now with their weights are:
Robertson, 158 pounds; Gale, 163; Rob-
ertson, 161; Boyd, 165; Balfour, 161;
Davidson, 165; Reddy, 161; Taylor,
stroke, 163; and Rutland, the coxswain,
115 pounds.

In road racing Pazzaro (Flat) covered
the Grand Prix course in France -of 478
miles #t an average speed of 70.61 miles
‘per hour.” Duray (De Bietrich) made the
fagtest round of 47.8 miles in 37.54.

Charles M. Daniels, the New York
Athletic club swimmer, will receive the
greatest credit as one of the best record-
breakers of the year. He created more
than forty new American records, his
100-yard mark of 55 2-5 seconds in the
FEnglish championship and mile in 28.40
inga 60-foot pool being simply marvel-
ous. In aquatics the one-mile canoe
record of 8.4, with double paddles,
straightaway, was a good performanee.

In the ice and snow sports, the snow-
shoers set a new mark in'cross-country
running of nine miles in 47 minutes 20
seconds, and the ski jumpers, who have
rapidly attained prominence, have placed
the record for jumping at 114 feet. The
local skaters ‘were handicapped by a
late season and poor ice, but in the in-
ternational meet new records were made,
about the best being 9 minutes and 6 4-5
seconds for 5,000 metres (3 miles ‘188
yards).) .In ice yachting a twenty-mile
course ' (ten turns) was covered in ‘39
minutes 50 seconds.

HAS BRIGHT FUTURE

That is the Opinion of George
Watt Who Owns Fruit
Farm There

George M." Watt, Jr. of Okanagan
Centre, is‘spending Christmas with his

parents, Mr. and@ Mrs. George M.
Watt, Sen., “Dunelm,” Menzies street,
having arrived in Victoria a few days
ago. Mr. Watt owng a forty-acre fruit
ranch near Okanagan Centre, from
which he expects great things in the
next few years. The district is going!
ahead by leaps and bounds, especially
since Maddock Bros, Limited, of
which V, C. Maddock & Co. is a branch
concern, undertook the irrigation of a
tract containing about 5,000 acres
which they are dividing into ten-acre
plots. The work is well under way
and it is expected that water will be
turned on about April 1,

Discussing the work, of which he is
in charge, Mr. Watt said that it was
considered the mest complete system
that had yet beem attempted in Brit-
ish Columbia. The water is convey-
ed by the inverted syphon principle
in 22 inch cast iron pipes from a lake,
four miles long by one and a half
wide, down one hill, across.a valley
and up another hill to the Maddock
property which fronts-on Okanagan
lake. This lake is connected with. a
string of smaller ones extending back
a distance of fifteen miles, so that no
fear need be entertained of a water
shortage. ' Included in the water sys-
tem under way is provision for a com-
plete service not only for the new
town of Okanagan Centre, but also for
the various plots.

The town of Okanagan Centre al>
though only about a year old already
gives promise of’ ng a thriving
centre. < It now boasts & geod hotek  a
large - generak: stove,..a: livery stabley
several fine residences, while close by
is a sawmill with a daily capagity of
25,000 feet of lumber. A wharf has
been built and .the little town is a
regular place of call for vessels pass-
ing up and: down Okanagan’ lake.

Mr. Watt will return shortly to his
home in Okanagan Centre, where he
has spent the past four years, pre-
vious to which he had spent six years
in other parts of the Okanagén dis-
trict.
