He has all the needed stimu­
lus to his ambition in the competitive 
running horse, and the inspiring voice 
of the trainer, without any impedi- 
ment except the occasional check upon 
the bit from the hand of the trainer.

FARM NOTES. ALL SORTS.
A very small thing, to be sure, is a 

fibre of wool—a small subject to write 
a paragraph on. But it is an animal 
organism, a real entity, and plays a 
very important part of human affairs. 
If it did not exist, wherewithal would 
a large portion of the human race be 
clothed? It is an appendage to the 
skin of the sheep, and with its fellows 
affords a natural protection to the 
animal against the cold. When it 
has served the first purpose of its 
existence, it is secured for still further 
uses, and these uses are manifold. 
Peasant and potentate alike crave its 
friendly services It has no parti- 
ality for sex, appearing in the grab of 
both man and woman, but it mostly 
adorns those of the masculine gender. 
Some of the most beautiful and costly 
fabrics of the loom owe their existence 
to the fibre of wool. It is made to 
appear in all colors, and in almost all 
kinds of costumes. Although most 
useful and coveted in a cold climate, 
it is produced in greatest perfection 
in a temperate or moderately warm 
one. It has been cultivated by man 
since the earliest historic ages, and 
how much prior to that we can only 
guess after interrogating tradition. 
It will probably continue to be culti- 
vated as long as man inhabits the 
earth and needs clothing to keep him 
warm. We could do without butter 
and cheese, or pork and lard, with 
less inconvenience than we could dis- 
pense with the fibre of wool. It is a 
necessity which must long, if not for- 
ever continue to make wool produc- 
tion a leading industry. Then there 
are many varieties of fibre. There is 
the long fibre and the short fibre, the 
round fibre and the flat fibre, the 
pousse übre and the fine fibre, the 
crinkly fibre and the straight fibre, the 
strong fibre and the weak fibre, the 
perfect fibre and the imperfect fibre, 
the glossy abre and the dull fibre; 
and every one of them telle its story 
to the experienced eye with more 
certainty than any general observa- 
tion or investigation could do. It 
speaks of health and thrift, of sickness 
and retarded development, of proper 
and improper feeding, of breed and 
breeding, of soil and climate, and, in 
short, of all the conditions and sur- 
roundings that combined in its deve- 
lopment. A wonderful, almost magi- 
eal thing is a fibre of wool. See to it 

that it may speak well for the intelli- 
gence and humanity of its producer.

It has been urged by veteran horse-of the means of quenching thirst.
men, that the tendency is to draw the 
head and neck of the trotting young- 
ster out of the line, towards the run- 
ning horse. This is obvious when 
they are going at a moderate pace, 
but it is largely obviated by training 
the colt to keep one step in advance 
of the running horse, so that the 
trainer upon the saddle horse, literally 
drives the trotting colt with the bridle 
reins. When in fall motion, the trot- 
ting horse carries his head and neck 
and body as straight as he would in 
harness.

The only serious objection could 
result from forcing so much speed at 
such tender ages, before the muscles 
are seasoned, and the bone structure 
is hardened. It is certainly more 
strain than the colt endures in his 
freedom, from eolthood and horse- 
hood. But the question whether this 
increase of strengthening food, and 
grooming, and all the developing 
tendencies of handling, is one that can 
only be answered by carefully noting 
the career of these forced youngsters 
throughout their maturity. One 
thing is certain, this system of colt 
development is superior to the mina- 
ture track method. In the latter 
the colt if turned loose upon a 
circular or oval track, not over one. 
quarter of a mile in length, and 
forced to trot, by the aid of bitting 

rigging, and frequently toe weights 
over the short stretches and constant- 
ly recurring short turns. Under the 
former mode of development, he can 

be practiced either upon a straight 
road or a full mile course. Moreover, 

be is under more restraint, as the rider 
of the running mate can instantly 
ebeck his propensity to break. In 
addition to these advantages he be- 
comes accustomed to the company of 
the rupping noted, and the constraint 
of the trainer. But either method is 
a wonderful means of forcing colt de- 
velopment.

The active dog requires drink fre- 
quently during the hot day, as does 
also the cat; and a dish of fresh water 
should stand where they can have 
access to it. Undoubtedly many a 
dog is driven to madness through lack 
of water; and the testimony is that 
hydrophobia is almost unknown in 
those localities where dogs can drink 
when they wish.

Every city, village and country 
town should be liberally supplied with 
drinking fountains for animals, and 
they should be so constructed that 
even the smallest dogs can drink from 
them. No gift to a people confers a 
greater pleasure than a fountain, and 
that person who turns aside a stream 
from the field and gives a watering 
trough at which map and beast can 
drink pure water, is truly a public 
benefactor.

Give the horse frequent opportunity 
to quench thirst at times when not too 
much over-heated, and before eating. 
To drink freely immediately after 
eating prevents a favorable digestion 
of food.

Provide shade. How instinctively 
we seek the shadow when the sun is 
pouring its hot rays on the dry and 
parching earth. If the pasture is not 
provided with shade trees, in a con- 
venient locality set four, six or eight 
supports, across which place straw or 
grass, and thus in a brief time and 
with little labor make a shade in 
which animals can rest from the heat 
of the sun, to the great comfort of 
themselves and benefit to their own- 
ers.

Remove the harness from the horses 
in the hot day whenever you desire to 
give them a full, free rest, and once 
during the day, preferably at night, a 
thorough currying and grooming will 
not only give rest, but will do about 
as much towards improving the 
animal’s condition as will the oats.

Examine the harness on your work- 
ing team, and you will discover that 
blinds, check-reins and cruppers are 
simply torturing contrivances, serving 
no useful purpose. Take them all for 
the convenience of yourselves and the 
comfort of the horses. Keep the 
stable’ well ventilated and free from 

the strong ammonia, which is injuri- 
ous to the eyes. Assist the animals

Prick potatoes before baking, so that the 
air may escape.

Standing on hot, fermentated manure 
makes the boots soft and brings on 
lameness. Change the litter partially 
in some parts and entirely in others 
every morning; brush out and clean 
the stall thoroughly.

Dressed Poultry.!

The following is an extract from 
the Revised Statutes of Massachusetts 

concerning an act for the sale of 
dressed poultry, and is at present the 
law which is rigidly enforced in Bos- 
ton -

Sec. 1.— No poultry, except it be 
alive, shall be sold or exposed for sale, 
until it has been properly dressed, by 
the removal of the entire head, en- 
trails and foathers, and the crop when 
containing any food or other sub. 
stance.

Sec. 2.—Whoever sells or exposes 
for sale poultry contrary to the pro- 
visions of Sec. 1 of this act shall be 
punished by a Gee of five dollars for 
each bird sold or exposed for sale. 
The board of health in the several 
cities and towns shall pause the pro- 
visions of this act to be enforced in 
their respective cities and towns.

Sec. 3. —This act shall not apply to 
green geese or ducks at any season of 
the year, nor to broiler chickens 
weighing two pounds or less, with 
crops shrunken to the body, during 
the monta of July, "August and Sep-

upon domestic cattle becomes more 
and more apparent. Why should 
cattle carry these deadly weapons 
about with them? No man has yet

The World’s Wheat Supply.

The wheat producing countries of 
the world, exclusive of the United 

States and Canada, promise an aggre- 
gate of fully 1.500.000.000 bushels 
this season, or 35,000,000 bushels be- 

low an average annual production for 
such countries, and 100,000,000 bush- 
els short or last year’s crops; in the 

United States and Canada the produc- 
tion will be about 75,000,000 bushels 
greater than last year, or, say, 15,000,- 
000 bushels short of what may be ac 
cepted as an average, so that the year a 
wheat crop of the world, as now indi- 
cated, ‘will fall 50,000,000 bushels 

short of an average production, and 
approximately 25.000,000 bushels be- 
low last year. If these calculations 
be justified by actual results, and it 
be considered that the United States 
has an available surplus of previous 
growth amounting to 30,000,000 bush- 
els, with practically normal stocks 
abroad and afloat, it is apparent that 
there cannot be likely to rise any 
special stringency in the needs of the 
wheat importing countries during the 
year, although all the surroundings 
justify an expectation of materially

CHEAP ROOM PAPER.

A correspondent of the London4 
Garden maintains that cold water for 
watering plants does but little if any 
injury to them. In a large palm 
house, sixty feet high, he applied 
cold water copiously with a hose. 
This was continued for ten years, and 
the plants were reported to be in ex- 
cellent condition. No difference was 
observed between this and other treat- 
ment. Some grew rampantly. This 
writer remarks that if cold water 
exercises a very injurious effect, there 
would certainly be an end to cucum- 
ber growing in many of the London 
market gardens, where the only water 
to be obtained is cold. The cold 
water remaining for a few minutes 
only on the plants, it is soon brought 
to the same temperature as the house. 
It is well to inquire whether the com- 
mon directions to gardeners to use 
tepid water in watering house and 
other plants are the result of distinct 
experiment, or whether they do not 
come from theoretical reasoning. The 
trial on plants placed side by side is 
easily made.

A foreign paper says that cheese is 
made from potatoes in Thuringia and 
Saxony. After having collected a 
quantity of potatoes of good quality, 
giving the preference to a large white 
kind, they are boiled in a caldron, 
and after becoming cool they are re- 
duced to a pulp, either by means of a 
grater or mortar. To five pounds of 
this pulp, which ought to be equal as 
possible, is added one pound of sour 
milk and the necessary quantity of 
salt. The whole is kneaded together 
and the mixture covered up and allow- 
ed to remain for three or four days, 
according to the season. At the end 
of this time it is kneaded anew, and 
the cheeses are placed in little baskets 
when the superfluous moisture escapes. 
They are then allowed to dry in the 
shade, and placed in layers in large 
vessels, where they must remain for 
fifteen days. The older these cheeses 
are the more their quality improves. 
Three kinds are made. The first and 
most common is made as detailed 
above; the second with four parts of 
potatoes and two parts of corded milk; 
the third with two parts of potatoes 
and four parts of cow or ewe milk. 
These cheeses have this advantage 
over other kinds—they do not en- 
gender worms, and they keep fresh 
for a number of years, provided they 
are placed in a dry place and in 
well closed vessels.

From skim- 
milk alone he produces a cheese of his 
own invention, which he has named 
the " Gravely cheese,” which resem- 
bles somewhat the Limburg of Ger- 
many and the Livasot of France, 
Intelligent labour properly expended 
will convert the raw material into 
valuable products.
