Bold by all Dealers in Medicine,

FARM NOTES. ALL SORTS.
Tho hay crop in Maine, will be 

larger than for ten years.
One half of all the potatoes that are 

raised in the Slate of Maine are grown 
in Aroostook.

Every cord of wood used and con­
verted into ashes is so much fertilizer 
that may be used on the land.

No farmer need sit down and ex- 
pect some one to furnish him a ready, 
made system or plan of conducting 
bis farm. He must make it himself, 
in the opinion of an acute agricultu­
rist.

It will not do to neglect the fresh 
water supply for the bens and chick­
ens during these hot days. Though 
they drink but little they want that 
often, and must have it else they suf­
fer.

It pays to be clean in the stables as 
well as in the house. A good dose of 
carbolic acid in all stables, cow pens 
and fowl houses will be found very 
beneficial. It is not expensive and 
may be bad at any drug store.

It is best to milk rapidly so as to 
get tho milk out of the stable as soon 
as possible, in order to prevent the 
absorption of gasses by the milk, as 
the cooler it becomes the more readily 
the milk is affected by odors.

Remember that a cow will stand a 
great deal more suffering for want of 
water rather than make a long jour­
ney through the hot boiling son to a 
pond or stream of water. See to it 
that your cows have easy access to 
water."

Diarrhea in calves is successfully 
treated by giving the whites of eggs 
beaten up with water into an emul­
sion, eight eggs being used to a pint 
of water, half a tablespoonful taken 
at a dose and repeated every two 
hours.

pected. All this sounds awfully terrific and 
smart in theory, but the question is, can it 
be done with the tact and certainty which 
we are asked to believe P

Wbat is more palatable than a pot 
of good, brown baked beans, turned 
down on the table by the side of a 
good loaf of brown bread > And verily, 
there is nothing more adapted to the 
wants of the farmer in the food line. 
Being fall of nitrogenous material they 
are well calculated to make his muscle, 
and enable him to perform a good day’s 
work. There is no food better adapt­
ed to the farmer’s case, or to any 
manual laborer, than beans and corn 
bread, if this class were obliged to 
confine themselves to any one thing. 
The beans contain solely muscle and 
strength-forming material, and the 
bread, while predominating in the 
same elements, contain enough of the 
carbonaceous and phosphatic elements 
to make a very happy combination as 
a food for the laboring man who is 
called upon to use mostly his physical 
strength, and who nevertheless wishes 
to maintain his mental capacities in a 
normal condition, and in a good state 
of preservation. Beans, then, being 
such an important article of diet, so 
healthful a one, should be extensively 
cultivated and studied — studied to 
learn how to produce them. Beans 
are very prolific and will do tolerably 
well on a greater variety of soils than 
almost anything else. But for all this 
it ie not to be supposed that beans 
have no preference as to where they 
grow, or wbat treatment they receive. 
On the contrary they respond readily 
and abundantly to a favorite soil and 
good treatment. They perhaps do the 
poorest of anywhere on a heavy soil, 
and the best upon a light one with 
liberal fertilization, and frequent hoe- 
ings.

Where the House Fly Breeds.

Omen Where Jerseys come from.

Professor L. B. Arnold made a visit 
to the homo of the Jesrry cattle last 
fall during a brief European tour, and 
his observations were conveyed to the 
Now York Dairymen’s Association. 
He found the island much smaller than 
be supposed ; in fact, one could ride 
almost all over it io a day. It con 
tains thirty nine thousand acres, only 
twenty-thousand of which are arable. 
There is a great deal of rough, rocky 
land. Guernsey and the other adjacent 
islands appeared to be the same. The 
soil everywhere was thin and derived 
chiefly from tho decomposition of tho 
underlying rock, but it was rich and 
in a high state of cultivation. Much 
of the arable land on tho island was 
valued at $1,500 an acre fifteen years 
ago. The strigency of the times since 
the valuation has greatly lowered its 
value, but much of it still rents at $35 
per annum.

The number of cattle on tho island 
is estimated at 10,000 head, of which 
0,300 were cows valued at an average 
of $200 apiece. The exportation of 
dairy stock is the second most import­
ant source of revenue on tho island, 
tho first being the exportation of early 
potatoes, to London chiefly. The po­
tato crop is planted in February and 
harvested in May. The exports of 
potatoes and cows from this little 
island amounted to about $1,000.

Professor Arnold wont to the homes 
of the best breeders and was shown 
some very fine stock and some that 
was not so fine. The cow averaged 
smaller that Jerseys bred in tho 
States and smaller than those ho saw 
bred in England. He fancied that the 
American bred Jerseys averaged a 
little darker in color than in Jersey.

The best cows are generally among 
the larger and courser looking animals. 
He was disappointed in the quality of 
their milk and butter. The milk is 
no doubt richer now than when an old 
English writer wrote in effect that the 
ayerage for summer was tweny-five 
pounds of milk for one pound of but­
ter, and nineteen and one half for 
winter, but it does not compare with 
that of American bred Jerseys, and 
the yield of butter mot with on the 
island was not so largo.

The Jersey butter was neither so 
high flavored nor as high colored as 
seen in America, and Professor Arnold 
thought the butter was not equal to 
that which he saw made from tho 
Kerry cows in Ireland, a kind of cow 
which, by the way, he very much ad­
mired on account of their large flow 
of rich milk, their yield of delicious 
butter and their great hardiness.

In no other one thing is there so 
much evtravagance on the farm as in 
the care of work horses. The trotter 
the fancy roadster is looked after 
carefully, groomed thoroughly, fed , 
properly and regulary ; while, too । 
often, the work horse, which is of 
much greater practical value, is 
neglected., 

Wherever a farmer appreciates that 
his team is one of the heaviest items 
in his expenses, and must be kept at 
work every day when work is possi­
ble, be has a fair chance of success. 
But if he imagines that team help 
costs little, because be grows a large 
part or perhaps all of its food, bis fail­
ure is only a question of time.

As tomato vines begin to branch 
out the side runners should be cut off, 
not over three main vines be left to 
each plant, and after they begin to 
bear, cut them back. If, now, these 
three are trained on supports to get 
the sun and air, you will be surprised 
if you never saw it tried, how it 
hastens the process of ripening.

The beet and most satisfactory way 
for the farmer to keep up his supply 
of cows or increase hie herd, if desir­
ed, is to raise the heifer calves; be­
cause he can thus get good cows, with 
less expense and trouble than by pur­
chasing; besides, if they are well- 
trained and kindly handled, they will 
be more contented and make gentler 
and better cows than if purchased off 
the farm.

A peculiar disease made its appear­
ance last spring among the lambs in 
upper Aroostook, causing the death it 
is estimated of more than a thousand 
dollars, worth of toe stock in that 
vicinity. The disease made its up 
pearance after the lambs bad arrived 
at from three to six weeks old. The 
first symptoms were a weakness in 
the limbs, followed by gradual and 
complete prostration. Several calves 
also died, apparently with the same 
disease. Its cause is a mystery and 
no one knows a remedy.

Here is a bit of timely advice to all 
ruralists who would prosper: Farm­
ers, protect the birds—especially the 
insect esters—the robins, bluebirds, 
blackbirds. thrushes, redbirds, wood 
peckers, and indeed all useful mem­
bers of the feathered tribe. Each class 
has a mission to perform in the 
economy of nature, and without their 
assistance we will have neither crops 
nor fruit, The marlins destroy weevil, 
the quails and grouse family destroy 
the chinch-bug, the woodpeckers dig 
the worms from trees, and the others 
eat worms, bags, and caterpillars. All 
do their part. Destroy the birds of 
prey but save your friends.

The farmer of India uses a plow 
made of a piece of iron a foot in length 
an inch wide and half an inch thick, 
which is sharpened at the lower end 
and fixed in a triangular piece of 
wood attached to the yoke on the 
necks of the bullocks by a rope of 
manilla grass. This plow tears up 
the ground like a harrow, and by hard 
work can be made to go over nearly 
an acre of ground in a day. The 
operation of plowing is repeated five 
or six times before each sowing, or 
about ton times a year, as two crops 
are raised. After the last plowing 
the sower follows after the machine 
and carefully drops the seed into the 
furrow.

Few creatures possess in a greater 
degree the virtues of gratitude and 
natural kindness than the horse. He 
is slow to forgive an injury, but 
never forgets continued kindness. 
How often every thoughtful horse- 
man has observed touching evidences 
of the friendship of hia horse. The 
gently caressing nose, the kindly eye, 
the neigh of welcome and the out­
stretched neck speak as eloquently as 
words of a noble, thinking nature. 
Yet this same nature can by ill usage 
be transformed into a vicious, danger­
ous brute. We have found as a rule 
the man who loves and cares for bis 
horses, and is studiously interested 
concerning their welfare, is a man 
full of the deepest affection for his 
family and sympathy for hie follow 
beings.

Weary 
legs from a long day’s journey or a 
hard day’s pulling may bo greatly 
benefittod by rubbing them well with 
a brush or rag. Aching shoulders 
may be relieved by a good sponging 
off in cold water. Fevered feet may 
bo made more comfortable by having 
the horse stand in cold water. There 
are many ways, which will naturally 
suggest themselves, for the relief of 
tired of suffering horses if those who 
have charge of them will but set them­
selves thinking about it. Everything 
dope for the relief or comfort of a 
horse will be doubly repaid, both in 
the satisfaction bore is in it and in ad­
dition to tho usefulness and length of 
life. It pays to take good care of 
horses.

But few know the origin of the 
bouse fly. The eggs, mere whitish 
specks to the unaided 050, are laid in 
little agglutinated piles in warm 
manure or in decomposing vegetation, 
especially that about our stables and 
barn-yards. From 80 to 100 are laid 
at a time and probably at three or 
four different intervals by the same 
fly, though on this point we have no 
exact data. Within twenty-four hours, 
in summer, they hatch into footless 
maggots, which, after rooting in filth 
till their tender skin seems ready to 
burst, become full-fed io less than a 
week, and descending into the earth 
or sheltering under some old board, 
contract to brown shining objects, 
rounded at both ends and technically 
known as pruraria. Within the dark- 
ness of this hardened skin changes 
rapidly take place; tho insect passes 
through the pupa to the perfect state 
and finally, in about five days, the 
anterior end of the supariam is push- 
ed off, and the fly quickly crawls out. 
At first its parts are pale and soft and 
its wings are crumpled and useless, 
but these soon expand and suddenly, 
without practice or teaching, the new 
fledged fly wings its way to our tables 
to mock our displeasure and to share 
our repast.

Wheat Yield of Europe.

The indications are that there will 
be a wheat yield considerably under 
the average in all European countries 
except Russia and Austro-Hungary. 
Outside these two great grain fields in 
the East, Europe has practically bad 
no spring whatever, although the 
warm tun of June has greatly improv- 
cd the wheat. Late harvests have 
usually been bad ones, and there is no 
reason to expect that this one will bo 
an exception. It is noteworthy that 
Algiers is credited with an excellent 
yield on an enlarged acreage. All the 
Algerian surplus goes to France. Eng­
land is likely to bo a heavy purchaser, 
for the yield there is poor and the India 
crop is 9 per cent below last year, 
with the available surplus for expor­
tation still more reduced, for tho rea­
son that tho failure of the other food 
crops has compelled a large native 
consumption of wheat.

tho worms quit at once, the cabbage 
soon recovered, and made tho best 
crop they had for ten years.
