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The Efforts to Keep Emigrants Away
From Canada,

The custom of sending out special corres-
pondents to enquire into the facts relating
to some question of public interest, and to
ascertain the priva\{» opinions of‘persons in
a particular calling, is' one of the Lighest
value as a source of information otherwise
diffizalt to ascertain Its whole valug de-
pends upon two things, the first being, the
absence on the part of such agents of a de-
sire to collect evidence in support of some
preconceived theory; and: next, there must
be a sufficient knowledge of the matters
enquired about by correspondeuts, to pro-
tect them from being either guyed,or other-
wise misled by the bias and prejudices ot
those they interview.

There has for some time past been pub-
lished a series of letters ostensibly giving
such information as to the opinions and con-
ditions of farmers in Ontario. Those com-
munications are of little value owing to a
manifest lack of the above necessary
conditions. The persons selected for inter-
view appear to have been chosen because
their ideas on public affairs were certain to
color their evidence to suit the design al-
ready fixed upon. And it is manifest that
the medium through which that evidence
was sifted was too open to stop the passage
of false assertions as to facts, which ought
to have been corrected before publication.

As a specimen of these misleading state-
ments we quote the following table, which
is represented in The Globe of the 16th
inst. as a fair specimen of the *‘total yield™
of & farm near this. city, consisting of 160
acres.- As many who read this ‘live far
away, and are not acquainted with this dis-
trict, we may say that the land of which
this farm is said to contain 160 acres is as
good as any in Canada. We doubt if in
the whole world, within an equal
area, as many good farm houses
and fine barns could be iound or a
population whose average condition of
comfort is better. Let farmers judge then
of these figures. The total annual yield of
- 160 acres is said to be:

Wheat. 300 bushels at 50 cents......
Oats, 1200 bushels at 23 cents.
Barley, 400 bushels at 4 cent:
Stock, natural increase, say.

That is, the total annual yield of a first-
class farm in Ontario is stated to be $5.06 for
each acre, Turning to the same issue of
the paper in which the above appeared we
find the market quotations in Toronto to
be as follows: *‘“Wheat, 65} cents white,
64 cents red, 57 to 59 cents goose; barley,
43 to 46} cents; oats, 31 to 33} cents.”
Now, taking these figures, which are below
the average of the year, the yield of the
above farm would be as follows, if the pro-
duce fetched only medinm prices :

Wheat, 300 bushels at 64 cents.
Oats, 1200 bushels at 32 cents
Barley, 400 bushels at 45 ce:
Stock, as above quoted.

So that the total yields of the above farm
were saleable in Toronto market—within
driving distance—on the very day these
figures were given for $146 more vhan what
The Globe represented to be their value.
The falsificasion amounts to 24 per cent., as
the cereals said to be worth only $610 were
marketable for $756.

That some worn-out, sand bsd, thistle-
choked farm is not referred to we are ex-
pressly told, as it is stated to be ‘‘a good,
well-cultivated, well-seen-to farm.” This is
further shown by it being stated that, be-
sides the farmer himself, his son is engaged
as overseer and two hired mén, all of whom
are boarded the year round. So that fopr
men are occupied, according to The Globe,
in raising $5 a year out of each acre of
land ! :

Now, if we add $260 to this for the cost
of boarding the farmer himself and those
three assistants, with a trifle added for an
océasional drink and smoke, we get a total
of $805. which is said to be the board and
wages.of the men: necessary to raise an an-
nual yield of $810 off a ‘‘good well-culti-
vated” farm near this city!

This leaves just 85 a year for clothing for
the farmer and his"wife, for the wages and
keep of a hired girl, and for the necessary
outlays on repairs, insurance, church sub-
scriptions and an occasional junketing trip
tothe city,where the §5has to bespentin new
bonnets, dresses, boots, hatsand clothes, not
to mention 'whisky and ’bacéa. Verily a
farmer’s life is not a happy one; he must be
indeed in a ““parlous state” if he has only a
fiver left each year for all those necessities.

The above is a specimen of the wretched
stuff being furnished to the country ag evi-
dence of the depression caused by the
tariff ! The absurdity becomes farcical
when we consider that $5 per annum is
seriously stated to bé the whole domestic
expenditure of a farmer cultivating 160
acres of good land, the whole sum,.that is,
apon which the tariff has any bearing.

Vhat the actual facts are as to the yield
of a farm we may state later on, when our
sgricultural readers have recovered from
the fit of laughter which they will have in
thinking over a gocd farm being said to
produce only 85 un acre. What the effect
of such shameless falsehoods must he in the
0Old Country we need not say. They are
clearly intended to damn the country as a
field for emigrants.

Not Satisfled With Sir John's Polloy,

As to the statement made by _Bir John
Thompson at the Auditorium in Toronto,
which of course is to be treated as an.expres-
sion of the policy of the administration.'

I rather dread thas the
Government have adopted in all its essentials
the protective policy and propose to uphold

Pursuing the illustration. if I micht be
permitted to do so of the National Policy
trée, doubting as I do whether the mers
“lopping off of the mouldering branches”
will answer the expectation, and just ex-
pectatiods of the people of this country, I
think that the, time has come when the
National Policy trea should bs moved out of
the forcing house into the open, there to take
its cbances in the cooler atmosphere to which
it would be exposed, in the hope that having
now ed the tenderd;ears of infancy it
may be enabled to stand the vicissitudesof
a ¢limate to which, 1f it is ever to attain to
vigor, it must sooner or later be inured.

Proforential Duties With Great Britain,

Practically then what I do suggest is this;
that the tariff. having been smmplified and
equalizad, it should be amended by contain-
ing a clause that goods imported from Great
Britain, or indeed from any part of the
Empire, should be admitted on a8 minimum
tariff, say of 10 per cent. less than the ex-
istipg rate. This you will perhaps remem-
ber is the suggestion that I threw out in the
few words which I gave utterance to at Mr.
Parkyn’s meeting in Toronto, and I find on
examination that the average duty which we
now impose upon that portion of goods
whiéh we import from Great Baitain isabout
20 per cont. A reduction therefore of that
duty would still leave us with a Customs
tariff on the minimum scale of about 20 per
cent., enough protection surely, when to that
is added freignt, insurance and charges of
that kind, for any industry that the people
of Canada can afford to support.

But I am not absolutely tied down to that
mode of arriving at the result which Iaim
at. It might be obtained, though not per-
haps so satisfactorily, by a reduction all
round of the duties upon that class of
articles, viz, clothing and iron, which we
mainly import from Eogland. There are
difficulties 10 either course, I admit, but not
unsurmountatile, no matier which course
may be adopted. Perbaps tho greatest ob~
Jection that can be made to the enactment
of the minimum tariff in favor of the Ew-
pire -would be the irritation that might
thereby be caused at Washington,

As to the United States.

Now, I am not one of those who desire to
croate unopatural barriers against  free-
dom of trade or the widest possible trade
rolations between Canada and the United
States,

1 was, and I am, utterly and absolutely
against any trade arrangement, whether by
treaty or legislation, between the Dominion
and the American Republic, which would
discriminate directly or iudirectly against
our own people. But I realize the vast im-
portance of the freest possible trade consist-
ent with our independence, with our honor,
as part of the British Ewmpire, between this
country and the United States, and if the
minimum system of tariff was adopted it
should ve on the understanding, to be made
clear to the Cleveland Administration, that
we are prepared to deal with the American
people on any reasonable terms that they
were prepared to accord to us.

1t is said, as another objection, that cer-
tain nations are entitled under treaty with
Great Britain 1o all the advantages in the
markets of any partot the Empire to which
Great Britain herself would bave the benefit,
but I confess 1 am not much alarmed at that
suggestion. I do notsee that this is a diffi-
culty which should weigh very greatly when
it is considered that the great bulk of the
imports are either from the United States
or from Great Britain, and cowparatively a
very small tion from the countries that
are referrem.

The Duties Against the U.S. To Remain,
However, §hese are more or less matters of
detail, my Qeral view I endeavor to make
clear to you, At thesame time, I think, for
the present at all eventsand until the action
of the Cleveland administration is seen, that
it would not be fair to remove the duties, so
far asthe United States are concerned,” and
to leave our manufacturers and our farmers
and others exposed to the same unfair sys-
tem of competition that induced us in 1878 to
adopt the protective systeru and to establish
quLionalpPohcy tariff. But if our manu-

‘facturers and our farmers have the benefit

on the same terms of the American markets,
I think thev ought not to complain, and I re-
cur to reaffirm the terms of the argument used
in’ 1878, so far as the American people are
concerned, reciprocity of trade or reciprogity
of tariff,
To Cross to the Opposition Benches.

Discarding his manuscript he said: I have
now to tell yousdhat I can no longer remain
on the Ministerial benches. Ishall henceforth
take my place on the cross bench es of the
House. [Arplause.] But you may say that
you will stand by the Government and that
you want your representative to be a sup-
porter of the Government. If you say so
my resignation will be placed in the hands
of the Speaker of the House of Commons,

Itis not so much a ques-
tion of trade policy that has driven me out
of the rapks of ‘the party as from the fact
that I have not been consulted in the forma-
tion of the Government. For the first
time snce I have been in public
life & Couservative Government has been
formed without my being consulted. If I
am not worthy to be ullowed iuto the coun-
cils of the party it is time that I took an in-
dependént stand.

Up to this point everything had been in
harmony with Mr. McCarthy, but as the
last speaker took  his seat Mr. Porter, Ex-
M.P; for West Huron, jumped to the plat-
form and vigorously attacked Mr. McCar-
thy’s position. His vote on the Jesuit Estate
Act he characterized as a lawyer’s trick and
was oply done to embarrass the Government,

This aliegation tbe audience resented
warmly, and for some minutes Mr. Porter
could not get a bearing, aud then it was after
Mr. McC rthy had interfered,. but he was
again greoted with interruptions when he
said that Mr. McCarthy had tried in his
speech to steer north by south. !
