New Yorg, Feb, 23.—Erastus Wiman,
whose indictment for exteusive forgeries,
Jollowed by arrest and imprisonment in the
%::mbt. has caused such general surprise to

e public and sorrow to the thousands of
friends and acquaintances he has made
during his busy life, will plead guilty and
throw himself upon the mercy of the court
if he accepts the counsels of those who are
advising him in his present extremity.

Silent, to the public at least, this man,
whose ambitious faith in himself knew no
limit, sits in his cell at the old City Prison.
But one of his visitors yesterday, a man
who hus the confidence of Mr. Wiman as no
other man has and who for a year has been
trying as an adviser to lead him safely
through the mire of trouble and disgrace
into which he has sunk at last, told The
World, asking that his name be not used,
that Mr. Wiman was indeed a forger and
that any defence of the charge would be
worse. than useless.

““We do not propose to get bail for Mr.
Wiman to-day or auy other time,” said this
friend and adviser. ‘‘In fact, if Mr. Wiman
follows the advice of his friends, as I have
no doubt that he will, and the advice of

"those who are thoroughly couversant with
his affairs and his relations with R. G. Dun
& Co., he will enter a plea of guilty.
An Open.and-Shut Case.

“There is nothing else for him to do.
Ex-District Attorney Nicoll, who prepared
the complaint in behalf of R. G. Dun &
Co., did not go too far when, speaking of
the matter, he said it was an ‘open-and-shut’
case. It is much better for Mr. Wiman to
throw himself upon the mercy ot the court.
He is not the sort of a man who would at-
Lempt o long defence on the flimsy hope
that in some manner he might escape. That
is not his nature. There is not a cow-
ardly bone in his body or a drop of evasive
blood in his veins. He knows his responsi-
bility tor his acts and he will shoulder it.

“So it is much better to throw himself
upon the mercy of the court, He can sub-
mit to the court or to the prosecuting
officer all of the facts which concern these
eriminal charges. These facts are not
without weight, 1 can assure you, ay the
public, 1 confidently believe, will agree
when acquainted with them. Mr. Wiman
did forge the names of E. W. Ballinger
and Ogden Brower, as tha indiciments
charge, That he cannot and will not deny.

“It appears that Bullinger and others
who had dealings with R. G. Dun & Co.,
and who were owed money by the firm,
would be called upon by Wiman,who would
have a cheque drawn by R. G. Dun & Co.
to offer in settlement., Then he would say
to Bullinger, or whoever he might be call-
ing on, that he was very hard pressed for
money and would ask if he could keep the
cheque as a loan and pay the account with
his own notes. As he was very well-
known the creditors generally would agree
and endorse the cheques over to Wiman and
he would use the money.

y His Dreams of Millions, ;

“But in the cases of the cheques dn which
indictments have been found, and perhaps
in mapy others, he would not take the
chéqus to the credilors, but would endorse
thenf over to himself. This certainly was
forgery, and there is no way of his getting
out of it. Why did he do it? 1t is hard to
say. It is terrible! Ido not believe that
he bad any thought of the crimes he was
committing until it was too late. He is a
man who has always been a dreamer of
money by millions. He therefore really
never appreciated its value,

“] think his head was well above water
and that Jall was well until he became
involved with the Electric Li%\t and Power
Company of Staten Island. e thought he
had a great thing there. He had a scheme
to move the plant and greatly enlarge it.
It was going to cost him a fortune, but what
to other men would haye been insurmount.
able financial blockades never seemed to
bother him. Hegotamanwho he thought was
very rich to agree to put in half the money
needed to carry out his scheme if he should
put in the other half. Wiman circulated
his notes to raise the money.

“The plant was moved and enlarged at a
great expense, but when Mr. Wiman called
upon his supposed partner to pay his share
of the cost that man failed to make his pro-
mise good, Meantime Wiman’s notes began
to fall due and had to be taken.up. It was
then, to the best of my knowledge, that he
began to take these cheques. ard reilize
upon them by forged endorsements. The
rest was easy. It always is after the first
wrong step.

Built Up Dun’s Business,

“But he made R. G. Dun & Co. the great
paying property that it is to-day. He had
the absolute management of the business,
He was a practical printer. The books
which they formerly got out two or three
months late he always had out on time, He
increased the number of agencies from 16 to
more than 100.

“Now, R. G. Dun & Co., in the state-
ment of complaint against Mr, Wiman, pre-
pared by De Lancey -Nicoll, state that Mr.
Wiman was in no sense a partner in the
business, but was, in tact, dependent upon
a certain percentage profits as his salary.
That. is rather a remarkable statement 1n
view of the fact that the books of R. G.
Dun & Co, will show that in the many
libel suits brought against the firm he
was held responsible for one-fifth of the
losses.

‘‘Another strange circumstance is that
when R. G. Dun & Co., at the time of Mr.
Wiman’s failure, filed a claim against his
estate, it was for $315,000. Now their
claim is only for $229,018.90. Mr, Wiman
has not paid the difference,

Knew All a Year Ago,

“R. . Dun & Co. were quite as thor-
oughly cognizant  of the facts a vear ago
as they are to-dsy. Mr. R. G. Dunis a
very old man, in feeble health. He is
now in'California. I believe this action
would never have been taken if he had
been ‘eft to his own will He has two
nephews, R. D. Douglass, who is his man-
ager, and another nephew of .he same name,
who is counsel for the firm They never
bave liked Mr. Wiman, particularly since
he ended hia connection witk the firm. The
elder Dun and Mr. Wiman ¢ aring their 30
years of business connectim had many

rivate money transactions together, and

fr. Wiman’s spirit in all thise was that he
would stand the lion’s share nf all losses,

*‘But he is guilty as charzed, and there
is nothing for him to do but o s¢ plead and
to throw himself upon the mercy of the
court, first submitting ail the facts that are
to s advantage concerniog his business re.
lations with R. G. Dan & Co.”

The statements that have so far been
given to the public by the District Attor.

ney’s office only account for $30,000 of the
£229,000 which Wiman is alleged to have
ap yropriated to his own use from the funds
of Dun & Co., although the general state.
ment is made that it was all appropriated
in about vhe same way. Do Lancey Nicoll
stated, after Mr. Wimai's arrest, that
later on he might give out a detailed state.
ment, a8 to just how the entire smount of

$220,000 had been obtained and
were involved,

No More Details Yet,

Asked for this statement yesterday, Mr.
Nicoll said he had decided to give out noth-
ing further concerning the case, He said
he had placed all the ?uotl in the hands of
the District Attorney, and that the public
must look to that officer for further infor-
mation., Further details cannot be secured
of Mr. Fellows or his assistants at present.
They also decline to make public the letter
which Wiman is alleged to have written to
Dun & Co., pleading for mercy.

Mr. Wiman, according to Warden Fal
lon of the Tombs, is passing bis time as
comfortably as possible. 8o far as his men-
tal condition is concerned, his greatest
worry seems to be not over his fearful

osition so much as over his eldest boy,
EVI"ilm, who is at his home on Staton
Island, a victim of & bad attack of pnea-
monia. The son has not yet been told of
his father’s arrest and imprisonment. He
keeps wondering why his father does not
come to see him, but Mr. Wiman admon.
ishes all his relatives who visit him at the
Tombs that they must not tell the boy of
his disgrace, as he fears it might increase
his sickness and perhaps result in death.

Five Other Forgeries,

R. D. Douglass, a nephew of R. G. Dun
and a member of the firm of R.G. Dun &
Co., was seen_ by a reporter at his office this
afternoon. Ho said that five other forgeries
by Mr. Wiman had been discovered besides
the two which were reported to the district
attorney. The experts were still at work
on the books, he said. He denied emphati-
cally thestatements thut he and his brother
bad long béen jealous of or hos-
tile to Mr. Wiman and had sought
to undermine his influence in the firm.
Mr. Wiman was seen by a reporter late in
the atternoon. He said that he did not
care to talk about his case. He
was feeling  slightly  belter since
he had heard that his son’s condition was
slightly improved. Mr. Wiman showed a
pile of about 100 letters and.telegrams of
sympathy which he had received from
various parts of the country.

Who are These Millionaires ?

Erastus Wiman has reconsidered his de-
termination not to seek releage from the
Tombs through a bail bond and will to-day
make an effort to sccure bondsmen for the
$25,000, bail to that amount being fixed by
Judge Martine. Mr. Wiman’s reason is his
anxiety to reach the bedside of his son,
William Dwight Wiman, who lies at the

oint of death from pneumonia at New

righton, Staten Island.

It is stated that several Staten Island
gentlemen have already signified a willing-
ness toact as bondsmen and that telegrams
have been received from prominent million-
aires of Toronto, Canada, where Mr. Wi.
man is well and favorably known, not only
expressing great confidence in Mr. Wiman’s
innocence, but offering to transfer cash in
any sum necessary to trust companiea here
and have them furnish bail.

ARE TURNIPS PLANFED OR SOWED?

A Discussion On This Momentous Topic
Comprised the Business of
the House Yesterday,

In the Ontario Legislature yesterday Mr.
Meredith moved for a return of the cor-
respondence and reports with regard to the
application ot Samuel Specknell, formerly
an employe of the London Insane Asylum,
for a gratuity on retiring. He explained
that this matter had been comm ented upon
on a provious occasion in the Housé,
but as nothing had been dons he
desited to place the facts of the
casn before the members of the
Legislature in order that it might be seen
whether this man was entitled to con-
sideration, because Mr. Specknell com-
plained that he had been unfairly dealt
with by the Government. This man had
entered the service of the Government as
far back as 1870 and was employed con-
tinuously as & master tailor until 1891,
when his employment ceased. Specknell’s
name last appeared in the public accounts
for 1890; was upwards of years of age
and had o family of ten children; was
originally in the Roysl Navy, which he en-
tered in 1861, holding the position of lead-
ing seamsn and quartermaster and
retired from the service to come to|Canada,
receiving here the appointment men-
tioned. It had been the practice in
this province, especially in cases where per-
sons had béen for a long time employed in
the public service, to pay them gratuities
on retiring. There was a difference of
opiniou as to whether or not this was a
sound principle, but at all events it had
been long adopted; and he was not now go-
ing to discuss whether or not it was a prop-
er practice. It could mot be said that
the province had discontinued the practice,

for he found in the public accounts a num- | P

ber of instances where gratuities had been
paid by this Government. Having men-
tioned several cases in detail he said that
this having been so, and especially in
view of the long service of Mr.
Specknell, it seemed to him an invidious dis-
tinetion to exclude this man from the operd-
tion of the law. He did not know whether
Mr, Specknell's age in the opinion of the
department justified his exclusion from such
considerations, but his object simply was
to spur the head of the depertment in
question to action in this matter in one way
or another, Efforts had been made from
time tostime, but nothing had been done.
If for no other reason one would think
that the esprit du corps of the honorable
gentleman (Hon, Mr. Gibson), whom he
congratulated on his reception of an addi-
tional military distinction—[hear, hear]—
would induce him to have a fellow-feeling
for one who had served his country for
80 many yesrs and who had been
out on the ovcasion of the Fenian raid, He
hoped it was not intended by the hon.
gentleman (Mr, Gibson) to adopt the policy.
of refusing allowances to officials who had
not voted exactly as the Government de-
sired them to vote. [Hear, hear.]
Not Entitled to a Gratuity,

Mr, Gibson replied that the facts had
been correctly stated. It was perfectly
true that they had been in the habit of
paying gratuities to persons who held posi-
tions similar to the one held by Specknell,
but when the papers came down, they

would show that this man bad not deserved’

s gratuity, Specknell had not been guilty
of any misconduct in the ordinary
gense of the term, but was foupd to
be' inefficient and entirely incompetent.
The superintendent and matron com-
plained that he wasted material, and owing
to the complaints made he (Mr. Gibson) had
his hands tied and was obliged to refuse a
gratuity in this case.

Mr., Meredith: If he wasted material
how was he retained in the public service
for 20 years!

He ventured to say, notwithstanding
what the papers might show, that to other
reasons besides inefficiency was due the
action of the hon. gentleman in this case.
The Minister had said that in cases of in-
competency the Government had not been
in the habit of paying gratuities, but he
well remembered, to cite one instance out
of many, a cartoon, which appeared in an
almanac, representing the Attorney-General
handing & bag of gold to an employe
in .the Agrlcultural College. This
was done to get rid of an
inefficient man, who planted turnips upside
down, or did something of that sort.
[Laughter.]

That persost2was- certainly incompetent,
and yet had received a special grant of
$1000.

Mr, Hardy’s Little Joke,

Hon. Mr. Hardy: I wish to call the
attention of the Minister of Agriculture to
the description of the honorable gentleman,
as to the planting of turnips., Turnips are
sowed—[laughter]—they are not planted
at all.

Mr. Wood (Hastings): The honorable
gentleman’s knowledge of agricullure is not
so great as would appear. Turnips are
planted. [Laughter.]

OSLER RAISES A NOVEL POINT

P

IN THE RAILWAY CROSSING CASE
AT VITAWA,

He Contends That an Electric Rallway is
Not o Rallway, tat, a Highway With
Facilities For Trunsporting Passeugers
~This Poiut May be Referred to the
Supreme Court,

Orrawa, Feb, 23, —~There was a meeting
of the Railway Committee of the Privy
Council to-day, at which Hon. J. G, Hag-
gart, Minister of Railways and Canals, pre-
sided, the other Ministers present being Sir
John Thompson, Sir Adolphe Caron and
Hon. J. A, Ouimer, The case under con-
sideration was the crossing of the tracks of
the Canadian Pacificand Grand Trunk Rail-
ways by the Toronto Street Railway, and the
point raised by Mr. B. B. Osler, as cSunsel
tor thestreet railway, is one of great in-
terest to electrio railways. The general
rule with regard to railways crossing each
other is that, if the crossing is not & level
one,the railway which wants to crossshould
do 80 above or below the road to be crossed.
Mr. Osler adhered to this rule, but raised
the novel proposition that an electric rail-
way was not a railway at all within the
meaning of the act, but & 'highway with
facilities on it for the transportation of pas-
sengers. He contended that the Rail-
ways Committee had no jurisdiction
in the matter, which was one that
should be referred to the Supreme Court.
He said that Mr. Abbott, representing the
Montreal Electric Street Railway, and him-
self had come to this conclusion, He held
that to use an electric street road was
another way of using ' the highway for the
earrying of passengers, just on the same
rinciple as if busses or carriages were used,
The right to use .this was granted them
under the General Public Act. Ontario,
and no doubt Quebec, had recognized this
right. The road was built under the muni-
cipal law, The position of the parties,
then, if the argument hefpresented was the
right one, could not be fairly decided
by the committee. The steam railways
held that the electric road was the junior
one, while he contended that it was the re-
verse, the highway baving the prior right.

Mr. Bell, tor the Grand Trunk, argued
that the electric railway was as much a rail-
way a8 if steam was used, and held that the
committee had ample jurisdiction.

Mr. Clark, for the Canadian Pacific
Railway, admitted that the  point had al-
ready been raised in the courts, and was
quite willing to see it finally settled by re-
ference to the Supreme Court if
the committee had any doubt in
the matter. In his own opinion there was
no doubt but the committee had jurisdic-
tion to deal with the whole question,

Mr. Haggart said that the committee
would hear argument on the merits of the
case, and then they would decide as to
whether the case should be submitted or
not to the Supreme Court.

The case was theu argued on its merits
and the committee reserved its judgment,

DOUBLE MURDER RESEMBLING THE
MIDDLE-ROAD TRAG/VDY.

A Farmer and His Housekeeper Foupd
Murdered—-Beaten to Oeath With a
Stick of Wood and s Barn Shovel—
Evidence of -ﬁvuptnu Struggle—~No
Clue to the Assassin,

MonTicELLo, N.Y., Feb, 23 —S8ullivan
County is again called upon to chronicle a
double murder. The victims of this tragedy
are Jacob A, Moore and Mrs, Jane Ray-
mond, his housekeeper, two aged residents
of Bushville, five miles north of here. Mr.
Moore was 85 and Mrs. Raymond was 90
years of age. The crime was discovered by
William Beebe, a young son of Richard
Beebe, a farmer residing near by, at 10
o'clock this morning.

Young Beebe had been sent by his father
with a basket full of potatoes to the old
people and on reaching the house knocked
for admission. No one responded and he
opened the door. A horrible sight met his
gaze. There on the floor with upturned
faces the old. people lay only a few feet
apart, They were evidently preparing to
retire for the night when the assassin did
his _work, as Mr. Moore had removed
his boots and the shavings and dry wood,
which are the last chore of a farmer’s duty
before going to bed, were put in their
accustomed place.

Beaten With a Cordwood Stick,

Under the left ear of the aged man was
found u pistél wound, ‘Yhe ball had pass-
ed through a window pane. It was not
fatul in its effect, A huge stick'of wood
was lying on the ground at the side of the
door covered with blood and his person
ovidenced that it had been used freely over
his head and shoulders. The room bore
evidence that a terrible struggle for life had
taken place. f

LORDS TRY T0 COMPROMISE

BY ACCEPTING COLAUSES OF THE

PARISH BILL,

Councils Not Compelled To Meet in
Taverns — Other Minor (uestions
Agreed Upon—Radicals Aver That the
Peers Have Acknowledged Their De-

£ feat—Bill Sent Back To the Common#,

Loxpox, Feb. 23.—The House of Lords
to-day resumed consideration of the Parish
Councils bill,

The Duke of Devonshire urged that before
attempting to go into the details of the
measure with a view of amending it their
lordshiips shall consider the general position, -
Ho claimed that their lordships had done
their duty in making the smendments they
thought desirable, but how far they should
insist on going in that direction must, in
his_judgment, be determined more on the
grounds of expediency than upon principle.
They could not, however, leave out of ac:
count the fact that the bill had been
accepted by a large majority of_the people.

Lord Salisbury thought it was possible
to interpret the canons of conduct laid
down by the Duke of Devonshire in &
manner absolutely depriving the peers of
the power of amending any {ill that might
be sent to them. Still he did not differ in
the main from the drift of the Duke’s ad-
vice. Heagreed that many of the amend-
ments that had been made, though they im-
proved the bill, did not involve any ques-
tion of principle. .He could not, however,
admit that all of the amendments which
the House of Commons had restored to the
bill should be accepted. It was especially
the duty of the House of Lords to see that
tho interests of  the peers were not sacri-
ficed, s they would be under the provisions
of the bill as it passed the House of Coim.
mons, The tribunal to which the provis on
for compulsory allotments was referred
must carefully consider another question
of vital importance—the control of chari-
ties, These the Lords must safeguard.
[Cries of Hear, hear. ]

QOouncils Nos Compelled to Meet in Tav-
erns,

Loxwpox, Feb, 23.—The Lords agreed to
permit the Parish Councils to hold meetings
in the parochial schoolhouses. Their former
refusal of such permission was severely
oriticized, :

The Dulke of Devonshire moved that the
county councils be made the tribunsls to
decide upon the compulsory purchase of
allotments under the Allotments Act, with
the power of IPPOll to thel, ocal Govern«
ment Board, This motion was passed.

Lord Salisbury proposed a new amends
ment, which would give parishes of 200 to
500 population the choice between council
and no council. The amendment was aps .
proved by a vote of 89 to 76. )

Lord Salisbury then moved that the Par«
ish Councils be allowed to elect only ones
third of the trustees to local charities.

The Earl of Kimberley intimatéed that
the Government would oppose this amends
ment. \

The Duke of Devonshire spoke briefly
against Lord Salisbury’s proposal and in
favor of the Government. The Arch+
bistipps of Canterbury and York supported
Lord Salisbury and the amendment was
carried by & vote of 72 t0'33.

Hotse next agreed to droi the amend-
ment excluding London from the scope of
the bill. . The Lords finished their work on
the Parish Councils bill this evening and
sent the bill back to the Commons,

A Triumph For the Commons,

Loxpox, Feb. 24.—The Daily Chronicle
expresses the opinion that the peers last
evening confessed their defeat and the
triumph of the Commons, It suys: *‘Lord
Salisbury presented the eccentric mixture
of strength of speech and weakness of char-
acter which belongs to bim. The nation
will rejoicein the humiliation of the House
of Lords.” .
