Labrador, Quebec, New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia perform thedike office on the
north and west, is just recovering from the
throes of a genéral election—and a very ex-
citing éne at that. Political parties in the
Island do not move on the same lines that
they do with us, nor are they distinguished
by similar names. Local issues with them
generally determine the peopls's selection
of representatives, and this being the case
we have little interest in the battles they
fight.

If it had not been that some party jour-
nals in this province have misreprzaented
the issues which were tried out at the polls
the othier day we should probably not have
made further reference to the results, but
as truth deserves publicity and always best
serves the public welfare we deem it our
duty te notice this attempt to deceive the
people of this province.

The Pictou News says:—*‘ One of the
chief plankg of the ministerialists was con-
federation.” The Recorder, of Halifax, and
some few other papers have affirmed the
same thing with a persistance worthy of a
better cause, In direct contradiction to
these statements, Moses Harvey, one of the
finest writers-of the island, and a man who
takes no stock in party squabbles, in a let-
ter to the Montreal Gazetfe, asserts that
the confederation question was not a party
cry, on either side, at the late election, and
he was in a position to know whereof he
speaks. Besides, if what the Recorder and
News say is true, how do they account for
the fagt tnat the most openly promounced
confederationist among all the candidates,
and a ministerialist to boot, was returned
at the head of the poll in Bonavista?

The facts appear to lead to the conclusion
that the people have become tired of the
domination of the merchants of the capital,
to whom they have been in a chronic state
of indebtedness for two or three genera-
tions. The extension of the franchise under
a receint law, in which the ballot was pro-
vided for, gave the masses, for the first time,
a chance to flout the classes and strike a
blow &t the * ring of St, John's merchants,
whose behests they- had hitherto been
obliged to obey. To this cause more than
any other may be traced the results of the
late contest.

Nova Scotia’s Prosperity.

The Province of Nova Scotia has made
rapid strides in the march of progress during
the paist year andisapparently entering upon
an era of advancement which will place her
in the foreground of the other provinces,
Possessing as she does sach an inexhaustible
store of mineral wealth, sach as gold, coal
and ivon, her future is bright. At present
there are under construction in our litiie
provimce nine different lines of railway,
making a total of 360 miles, at a cost of
about #1,600,000. The expenditure of one
and a half million dollars for railways must
have & stimulating effect upon trade. Our
mines are also contributing their share to
the progress of the province. The gold
mines: alone yielded last year $440,000
worth of gold.  Every town in the provinee
is being built up with more or less rapidity.
Manufacturing enterprises are, being es-
tablished and are fairly successful. On
the whole Nova Scotia is in a flourishing
condition, notwithstanding the pessimists
who coutinually preach *‘blue ruin,” and
it is our own belief that the progress of the
%mst year is bat the dawn of a brighter era

The Mineral resources of this Province
are only now being developed. It is true
that gur coal mines have been worked for
some years, but the total output in propor-
tion to the immense quantity of coal that
is kndwn to exist is very small. In iren
comparatively little has been done, and the
same inay be said of lead, manganese, cop-
per and numerous other minerals with
which the Province abounds. The opening
of new railroads has made accesible many
rich mineral districts, but best of all a
higher class of capitalists have now turned
their attention this way and guided by
competent mining engineers are preparing
to invest large sums in opening up and de-
veloping our mines, A new era is dawning
on the mining industry of the Province and
everything tends to the conclusion that in
the next five years great strides will be
made in advance, In gold mining the im-
provement is most noticeable, the present
year, bidding fair to exceed all previous
years in the amount of gold produced.
Severnl sales of properties at high figures
have already been effected, and others are
now being negotiated ; in fact the outlook
is as bright as the most sangunine could de-
sire.——B. Enterprise.

There is also some talk of
parties here having a 3 masted schooner
commenced during the coming spring.

The
wound is doing as well as could reasonably
be expected, and Mr. Foster's physician
thinks he will again be able to resume
labor in the course of two weeks.

Card has spent d‘;e past twelve years
of his life in the service of the Dominion
Government at this isolated place, and has
now retired, his successor being Mr.
Judson Reed, of Advocate, Cumberland
County. He informs us that he has been
p on the retired list, and will receive
a small annual compensation from the Gov-
ernment for his past faithful services. It is
his intention to remove for the present to
Hants County, where it is altomther pro-
bable the remainder of his life will be spent,
he now having. reached the advanced age of
72 years. The loss of an eye a years ago
has seriously inconvenienced the aged gen-
tleman, though otherwise he still exhibits
a robust and strong physique.
