The October Argosy published at Mt Alli-
son University, contains an excellént halftone
print of the late ** Mac” Bent and the fol
lowing tribute to his memory:—

Another graduate's name in our University
Calendar must henceforth bear the™ melan-
choly asterisk. Representing those who
were associated with Malcolm during the
years of his undergraduate course, (1892-6). -
I crave to say that to us thesight or mention
of his name will alwaysrecall a student-per-
souality” of a_truly amiable and attractive
character. Faculty and fellow students
alike will cherish his memory.

Though & boy when he matriculated at
Mt. Allison in September, 1802,.he did- not
represent that class of students who in a
somewhat literal sense, are seit to College.
He came to us, with parental consent and
sanction of course, in the carrying out of a
deliberately formed purpose of his own.
Having already anticipated a profession, he
had wisdom enough to judge that a really
successful professional career required such a
development of the intellectual powers as is
most readily attained in a properly pursued
University Course. Herein his example is
good and noteworthy. His prospects in life
were such as in the case of most lads would
have discounted intellectual exertion instead
of stimulating it. It lay quite within his
power to become a respectable and influen-
tial member of society by simply building on
foundations laid by others. His was the
noble chaice of attempting to do something
by himself and for himseil.

His University course was a successful and
honourable one. . Coming to College .with a
purpose, and as a part of his life-plan, he bore
himself, even in the earlicr and more boyish
years, with a quiet dignity which command-
ed respect. If be did not aspire to the high-
est prizes of scholarship, he aimed at doing
well in all things and at special excellence in
studies ‘bearing on his chosen profeesi
Not blessed with a very strong constitution,
his good sense was conspicuously manifested
in the careful avoiding of any unnecessary
strain on either his physical or mental
powers. And so while his instructors were
every way satisfied with the development
which the latter attained under their care,

rejoiced in what seemed to them con-
vincing evidence of the gradual improve-
ment and strengthening of the former.

On the occasion of his graduation at the
Convocation of 1896, our young friend pro
nounced an oration which attracted much
attention by reason of the eloquence of its
periods, the vigor of its reasoving, and the
excellence of its delivery. In September,
1896, he joined the 2od year’s Class of Dal
housie Law School and accomplished the
Annual Session’s work, I am informed, very
satisfactorily and successfully. We were
pleased to see him again at Mt. Allison for a
few days at midwinter, apparently in his
usual health., We said *‘goodby " without
the shadow of an apprehension that his
bright young life was so soon to be eclipsed.

Ingersoll, Ont,  CHRISTOPHER GERRY,

On the Canadian Pacﬁ\.

BOUND FOR MONTREAL—THOUGHTS BY THE
WAY,
By A. B. 0)

I am in the city of great promise—St.
John—and am bound for Montreal. . I may
go via Boston on an International boat, and
trom thence by Vermont Central Railway,
as I have frequently done, or 1 may take the
Intercolonial Railway, via the long route
around the east coast of New Brunswick and
the city of Quebec as I have done at other
times. Or, I may travel by the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway, by the comparatively straight
run direct to Montreal. find that the cost
of a ticket is“the same in each case, But
since time is an object, I decide to make my
journey by the Canadian Pacific. On buy-
ing my ticket I do some, as I think, -philo-
sophic reasoning. ¢ln the first instance I de-
cide that the tax upon the traveller is reck-
oned upon a basis of average cost to the com-
pany which undertakes to: perform the ser.
vice. Then, I wonder, if by each of these
routes the companies are equally prepared to
compete for business, in an ordinary way,
why it is that one company in this instance
carries a passenger 25 per cent, longer dis
tance than another for the same amouut of
money. Does one charge too much, or the
other too little. If one charges too much,
18 the overcharge given to some other trav-
eller, so that the general average may be
maintained? If another charges too little,
is the loss made up from another poor body?
Be all this as it may, I get my ride to Mon-
treal for a sum far less than 1 ever paid be-
fore. We are soon away from the beautiful
snatches of scenery that you get from the
car windows as you glide past the bold banks
of the St. John, over the cantilever bridge,
the local wonder of a little space back, aud
are well into the farm districts of New
Brunswick. I now begin to ruminate over
the early history of this road-bed on which
we are travelling—the days of the Burpees,
the pioneer railroad veterans of New Bruns-
wick.

The life of the Canadian Pacific is but the
history of Canada since the days of onfed-
eration. The history of .confederation is
but little more than contemporary with the
political acts of one who is in middle life to-
day. To such a one those pioneer railroad
days will be in vivid memory as momentuous
days to these young provinces.

In order to get upon the trail of the his-
tory of the road over which we travel, or
rather the Canadian Pacific, we must go
right back to confederation days. My own
rights of citizenship came to me at the first
election after the act of confederation was
passed. It was at the little village of Bear
River that I was privileged to take on these
rights, Well do I remember every detail of
that election campaign. It was my first,
and I was enthusiastic. Toe late Avard
Longley was candidate for the Dominion
seat, and the Hon. Gzorge Whitman and W,
Y. Foster sought the honors of provincial
reprecentation, all upon the conservative side
of politics, and I supported them. The late
Harding Chute, afterwards local representa-
tive himself, was also a strong supporter of
the conservative party at that time. Mr.
Chute’s partner, the late John Duann, was
another supporter. Dunn’s horses and mive,
together and separate and in every way,
searched the lines over and over for voters.
When the poll was closed on election day,
we had the proud satisfaction of seeing our
party away ahead of any previous record.
We thought we had beaten our opponents
into thorbugh obscurity for a time at least.
Our spell of e¢lation was soon over. Not
another polling place in the county showed
a gain for our side, while av some the tide
was overwhelmingly against us. We were
beaten. ~Over the whole province the _lib-
erals elected their candidates with one ex-
cep-ion—Dr. Tupper, now Sir Charles, was
clected by a majority of 17 votes. Notwith-
standing, the other provinces went the other
way, ard the confederation party was in
power—then it was our turn to hurrah.
Séon the scheme for building a great railway
into the vast Northwesy was in the air.
Then the Allans of steamship fame, and their
bribes were agitating the public mind. Then
he Pacific scandal, so called, devel ped so far
as to cause the retirement of the government.
Féllowing came the MacKer zie regime, and
the well known *‘* water stretches” pclicy.
But a little space and MacKenzie was out and
the railway policy allreversed. Vigorously,
step by step, went on the building of this
great railway, until the Pacific ocean was
really reached. Now we have the satifac-
tion of knowing that Canada has cne of the
greatest railways in the world. The taking
over of this bit of New Brunswick road com-
pletes the Atlantic end and makes St. John
verily the great Atlantic port of Canada.
We see little in the management or the ap-
pointments about to remind us of the old
days of the ** New Brunswick.” Even the
large piles of wood at the stations along, for
driving the engines and warming the cars,
are seen np more. The cld horses driving
the saws for cutting up this wood in euit
able lengths was for a long time one of the
familiar sights along this way. They too
are of course gone.

At Fredericton Junction the usual contin-
gent of lawyers and politicians leave for the
Fredericton branch. I wonder what road
in the known world carries more of the po-
litical and legal fraternity than this branch.
It is proper that they should go together
here for they do everywhere else.

We make quite a stop at McAdams Junc-
tion. The passengers who come on here al-
ways seem to come in parties of familiar
types. - They quite conspicuously remind us
that we are on the American border.

We are called to the dining car. Here we
have a sumptuous dinner, served in every
way to my- satisfaction. We think of the
meals we used to get at Vanceboro. We will
not need any there this time.

A gruff young man goes through the farce
of examining luggage. Passengers protest
against this invasion of rights, but the cffi-
cer of Uncle Sam’s customs orders the little
bags opened, but never looks at anything,
scribbles his chalk upon the dear little bags,
and passes. We have to travel quite a dis
tance in the state of Maine.

At Vanceboro our cars are well thinned
out; the majority taking train for Boston
by the Maine Central line. We are left
with few bat whom are thoroughly Cana-
dian.

We are sleepy and the majority of us ar-
range ourselves in our sleepers for a few
hours’ escape into the land of delightful ob
livion. We rest fairly well. The moon is
away up in the blue, blue dome, as it so
strikingly appears to-nigit, when we awake.
We are moving mid that delightful scenery
by Moosehead lake. What o long spell we
have of looking out upon the grand, ever
varying scenery. There must be twenty or
more miles of this lake and mountain scenery.

Those who get off about here are men who
haye something to do with the lumbering
business, for this is a typical American
lumbering régi

At daybreak we are spying out upon the
interesting country we are passing, and soon
we find that we are speeding along beside
the river St. Francis, and approaching the
picturesque town of Sherbrock. The Magog
forms a junction with the St. Francis here.
Sherbrook boasts of having one of the finest
water powers in the world. A good deal to
say. It has, however, a good file manufac-
tory, a foundry and the pateat woollen mills.
At the station platform we see drawn up
among a nulmber of others the ‘buss’ from
the Magog Hotel. Twenty years ago we
stopped at that hotel. It is very pret-
tily situated with a commanding view of the
country around it. In Sherbrook the writer
bad once a pleasant business connection with
one of the largest merchants of the place.

The village of -Magog spreads out beside
the river Mag The country is very de-
lightful here. The leaves have left the
trees, but forest abounds, and adds inter-
est and beauty to the scenery. Hills,
here and there reaching up into lofty
spurs, sometimes rough and rugged, lie all
about, Now and again you are beside the
river or'a lake. At Magog are the Union
cotton mills, the most important print works
in Canada.

QOa leaving Magog we have straight away
in front a formidable hillock, mouuting up
to probably 1500 ft. It is 2ll of three miles
away, and we keep it immediately before us
until we are close up to its base, then we
turn at right angles and skim along beside
it. A delightful darriage way runs parallel
with us, a little closer in, shaded by a line
of vigorous maples. On the opposite side
we have a long narrow lake stretching out
beside our course. The land rises rough and
rugged from the lake’s bank, helping to form
a delightful picture.

We are now in the eastern townships,
famous for the production of the best butter
made in Canada. Céttainly the fields look
rich and productive, but the farm houses are
small and poor looking. We see little paint
and no whitewash upon the buildings; and
it is rare to see anything like the pretty
grounds and delightful trees and shrubbery
8o common in our valley of Annapolis.

Approaching St. Johr’s, the River Riche-
lieu flows very beautifully between its high
trges and ecrub clad banks, spanned as
it is, by many bridges. The town of St.
John's is low, grim and nninviting. Its chief
industry is the manufacture of pottery-ware.

Nearing the St. Lawrence, the meadows,

do:ted over with lofty elms, remind me of

England. Mount Royal rises up in the dis-
tance, and lying beside its base is the noble
city, from which tow«r the lofty spires and
mauy chimneys from its numerous manufac-
tories. We seem to be passing it. We
really have to pass about five miles to get
upon the-Canadian Pacific Bridge, our way
over the St. Lawrence. Crossing the St.
Lawrence by this bridge we get a splendid
view of the mighty river.

We are not long in Montreal before we
are upon the top of Mount Royal. What »
splendid view it is. We have been here
many times before but never did this view
appear so grand, and never before were we
more impressed with the grandeur of the
noble city before us. The winter port of
Canada is fortunate in being the nearest of
any of the maritime ports to this grand city.

The exports from Montreal increase by
leaps and bounds. Its grain exports this
year will exceed by ten millions of bushels
that of last year. The only article that
shows a falling off is that of apples, but this
is little by comparison with its increase of
grain exporte,
