You only need to look at the Esquimau women to see the

vast difference between them and the American Indians.

Amono the Indians the wonen (o all the work. The Esquimau

women do nothing but attend to their household duties and

make the clothing. which is al made of the skins of the seal and

reindeer (including the boots). sewn together witi sinews of the

reindeer, which thcy use for thread. They use our needles

now. where they used to use bone ones :but they still prefer

their own thread. as it is stronger and more durable than ours.

They are very industrious, and their sewing is very fine.

In concludino this brief history. I will give vou a few sain-

ples of tleir language, including their morning prayer.
