HE Hon. Charles James Stewart, the fifth
son of the seventh Earl of Galloway, was
bornon .
- therzth
ofApril,
1775, His
early education -
was carried on
at home, under
the care of a
private tutor,
and at the usual
age he proceed-
ed to Corpus
Christi, Oxford.

As 2 student
at Oxford he
took a great in-
terest in the
movement for
the abolition of
slavery, and de-
clined to use
sugar because it
was the product
of slave labor,
Thisshowed his
love for human-
ity asafterwards
proved by his
life of wondrous
self-denial for
the welfare of
maukind.

lics, with a few perishing Indian tribes, Disbanded
soldiers, and camp followers, the very refuse of the
army, were the first specimens of English settlers.
Happily for Canada the next addition to her po-
pulation was of a more honorable description.
Loyalists driven from the American Republic came
in large numbers to Canada, and found a home for
their industry, their Jaws and their religion.
