To anyone who exhibits much, o1
peruses many prize lsts, it must oceur,
that the list of specials often has pecu.
liar features. But in nearly every case
a reasun exists for these sceming peeu-
larities  Let us enumerate someofthem
First there is the special donated by
Muses White “for the best Buff Cochin,”
so stated by Moses because “*he always
thought the Buff Cochin wasafinehen.”
Tha't settles special No. 1 very accept-
ably to all concerned, and Moses who
hasn't owned a chicken for years, re-
news his interest at the show, as he
poiuts out to his friends the “‘proper
beauty** that bas won his special. prize,

Next comes the special given by Mr.
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Browne, an enthusiastic breeder and
fancicr of Brown Leghorns. 'For the
best display of Brown Leghorus,” he
himsell cumpetng for same, and cither
witiming or loosing it, according to what
oppusition he meets. Now the trouble
hegins, If Mt. Browne is Ieaten, all
right he goets the Lingh, but if ho wins it
all wrong, forheis chanzed with hasing
schemad fur a prize he knew hie fidt sure
of winning. If he wants to aneoutage
the bread, but s afraid of criticism, aud
abstains from the contest fur the prin-
Jipal speatal, it falls to his Jhief sival
perhaps, who advertises his victory
widely, to the detriment of poor Mr,
Browne who not only gave the special,
hut had the bivds on hand towiniteasily,
it hie were not too thin-skinned toliveugp
to his rights,

Panciers often arrange these things
amony themsclvesonthe *hack-saateh-
ing" principle, hy cach agiccing to offer
a special of o certain value, on the v
iety named by the other.  And Spedial-
ty Clubs extend the painciple in one way,
by generalizing the donor, and limit it
in another way, by exclu ling exhibitors
who are not club members. But the
basis of right, upon which §pecial No. 2
really rests, may be stated thus—I¢ Mr,
Browne chooses to offer @ spedial, say
S10, in gold, for the best display of
Brown Leghorns, opentoall,” and com-
prtes for it himseld, it must be vegarded
as though Mr. Browne was willing, for
several reasons, to wager $10. to noth-
ing that he would have the hest display
of those irds at that show. That is
the worst Ingzht to which it con be look-
cd upon, and if he wins it, the heaten
competitors should havenothing tosay,
unless they would like to apologize for
having competed in o sweepstake to
which they didn’t contribute.

However, it a manshould offer a spec-
tal on such restricted terms that cither
he, or any other exhibitur was known
to be st of winming st, it is plamly the
Society s duty to dechne it in that form,
So much for special No. 2,

The third species s the speaal, donat-
«d by a " Feiead of the Sudicety,” and his
name fortunately is Legion, with a cap-
ital L. for the Society can’t do without
him. Special No. 3, is for instance the
amount which, the Prize Commttee
says. Mr.Numerous hasdonated **for the
highest scoring Black Langshan cock-
erel,” Mr. Numerous, as a matter of
fact, having had, by his own desire,
nothing to do with it but to furnish
the funds. Now. it 1s the duty ot the
prize Committee, in justice to all con-

cerned, to altog all such specials in such
a way as will place the best awards on
the largest dasses, according to an cst.
imate of entries which they ought to be
capable of making, accuratcly enough
fur tlus purpose. 1 theiefore you find
that thore is a $5. special for best Bar
rud Rudk, same for best Black Minorea,
same for best Andalusian, and nothing
for best Wyandotte, Jouk through the
prize list for an advertisament of **And
alusians cxddusinely,’ smile very guard
cdly, and say to yoursclf  That gentle
wan most be on the Prize Committee
of this here show.” Nivo,
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Send us torty words and one
dollar, and your **ad."” will ap-
pear in this column fog three
months. This is worth a trial.
