interest is taken in the preaching of the
‘Word ; angry discussions with missiona-
ries are becoming less frequent; and
confessions of the weakness and absurdi-
ty of lindooism are quite common.—
This state of things indicates thata migh-
ty change is taking place.

The death of Rev. Lobert Nesbit at
Bombay has made a deep impression
upon all classes. He was a missionary
of the Scotch Free Church. His fune-
ral was attended by some four hundred
Europeans; and the throng of natives
was “excessive.”  “Not a dry eye was
seen in the Assembly: for all loved him
dearly. Mr. Narayan said, * The church
Pas lost a pillar; the natives, a warm
and sincere friend ; the young, a father.
He had no enemies; nor was he despised
by any. 1leclooked on all as brethren,
and made 1o distinction of color or sta-
tion ; all were alike to him.” Nearly all
the clergymen of Bombay, of whatever
denomination, were present.
