Trade hes improved very much this week
owing to tho magnificent dry summer
woather. Thero is &t prosent 4 scurry to the
camps and wholesalors have about all they
can do to supply thg camp demands. The
only ohango in the market is a decline of one
cont in oggs and an advanco of from § to one
coutin cured meats. The supply of hay is
about oxaausted particularly on the Séund
where there is scarcely a ton not markoted.
Oats aro also very firm at present prices,
While potatoes may ba quoted at $25 a ton
flat, thoso offering now ara the suparior
quality, asherofts, Another osrload of
cattle will arrive this weok from Manitoba,
shipped by Mr. Howey. The British Colum-
bia Fruit Exchange is roorganising for the
summer and all members of the exchange
includivg eveory fruit grower of consequenco
aro practically pledged to ship through the
exchavge. The assooiation has made
arrangemonts with the C. P, R, to ship their
fruit in suitatle cars twice & week if not
daily.

British Oolumbia Mining Kotes.

The sendation of the week in the mining
world is the rich strikeon the Boundry Falls
Mining Company's claim at Boundary Falls,
The olaim was staked thres years ago and
since then was barely kept alive by assess-
ment work, It recently fell into good hands
in Vancouver and wss worked for what
there was in it. It wont $33 on the surface
but when 20 feet was reached the vein of
golid ore had increased from 8 to 4 feet and
tha lowest assay that can be secured at that
dopth on any place on the tinnals face is
8118 in consecrating ore that orushes 90%.

Freight Rates and Traffic Matters,

Tho Grand Trunk Railway, and Cansdian
Pacifis Railway, have issued two new lake
and rail tarifis which went intn effect on
April 15, and make roductions of dc per 100
pounds on many specified commodities. The
hardwarae trade will especially benefit by the
reduction. It will be made on certain
speoifiecd commodities which formerly wers
subject to & 720 rate to Winnipeg. The new
rate will bo 67 to Winnipeg, 79 to Portage
and 86 to Brandon, and refors only to car
Inad lots. The tariff applies to Winnipeg,
Portage and Brandon, Reduotions are also
made on westbound freight to Kooteray and
Pacific coast points.

At a council meeting of the town of Selkirk,
Man., a depuation of the lnmbermen waited
upon the council and asked their co-opera-
tion in trying to get rates on lumber from
Selkirk to Manitoba points reduced. It was
claimed that the Canadian Pacific Railway
diseriminates against Selkirk as compared
with Rat Portage, in lumbor rates.

Following are the principal commodities
which are included in the reduced lake and
rail freight classifieation, frora eastern points
to Winnipeg, Portage and Brandon: Paint,
glass, bags, binder twine, rope, cordage, rice,
roofing paper, bolts, Canada plates, chain,
galvanized iron, horse shoes, soda, shot,
sulphur, iron and steel, iron pipe, lead, nails,
oils {other than petroleum) in wood, tin,
tin plates, turpentine i wood, white and
rod lead, wire, zine, The reductionis5 cents
por 100 pounds from 72 to 67 cents, on’
straight car lots only, to Winnipeg. One
cent will be added when the company does
the cartage.

Half the crop
has been marketed from the foed lots of
Nobrasks, but by tho timo the other half
gots in, range shoep will begin 10 come
freely. Sheep feeders are showing o sensible
diseretion in regulating receipts so that

values can show an oven, steady advance,
Confidonco in the fature is what is doing it.
