This, under proper management bas bein found in
red clover. There aie two ways by wVbicL clover
can be used ta renovate soil. The old way is te
enrich the land by plowing under a large growth
of green clover; but a botter mode is coming into
practice. Fonce off a field of twenty acres, sow
clover with cats la the spring, and astheoats begin
te ripen, turu in a drove of hogs whose noses have
been ringed. The second year turn In the hogs
about the first of June. and let them run till the
ground ls in danger of freezing, then plow the land,
and the next spring plant corn, and you will gatler
ninety bushels of corn per acre. The clover will
keep without other food, eight hog te the acre for
three months the first year, and four months the
second year; and each acre will save sixty bushels
of corn per.year, thus paying about twenty dollars
an acreeach year. In this way a new lot is fenced
In and sown to clover every two years.-Irestern
Paper.

LEGAT.-OTTAwA, June 27.-In the Exchequer
Court, before Hon. Justice Fournier, the case of
Murray v. the Queen,'a potition of right, came up,
Hon. John O'Connor, Q. C., for the suppliant, and
Mr. MeLennan, of Toronto, with Mr. McIntyre, for
the Crown. This action is one of those arising from
the Intercolonial Railroad. The contract was for
the construction of Section . 19. . In teis suit the
contractor claims $169,000 for extra work over an(d
above the contract aum, as the work arising froiet
changes made in the line of railway, ordered fro
time to time by the engineer, the contract provid\
ing that such extra work should b settled an d
pald for at suich a sam as the Commissioners
should deem reasonable. On behalf of the Crown
it was denied that anything was done for "lextras,"
and that the contractor was overpaid. It was aso
claimed on behalf of the Crown that the contractor
was liable for penalties as liquidated damages,
$2,000 per week, for delay in the execution of the
contract which was not finished for more than a
year beyond the time fixed by the contract. The
suppliant contended on the other band, that the
delay was caused by defaults of difierent kinds on
behalf of the Governument, and that the contractor
was therefore excused from the penalties. It wras
aIse ceatcuded on bîhiaîf cf tir. Ciruntirattire
contracter bad no right of action because lie ad
not obtained a final cer-tifcate of the engineer, p-
proved by the Commissioners, of the execution of
the work as required by the 18th section of the In-
tercolonial Railway Act. Judgment will likely be
given next September.
