however, to the superintendence and approval of the ins-
pector of Buildings.

7—Submitted and read a report from the Law Depart-
ment 7e application from the Dominion Guarantee Co.,
and the Dominion Messenger and Signal Co., for permis-
sion to use the underground system of conduits connect-
ing with fire alarm headquarters, Berthelet street, and
stating that the privilege could be granted by a by-law
duly passed by the affirmative vote of the absolute ma-
jority of the members of the Council, and that the City
has the right to give this permission upon such conditions
as the City may see fit to impose.
