Professor
Richard B;richello, Department of Agricultural_Economics, University of
Bricish Columbia, and Professor T.K. Warley, Department of Agriculcural
Economics, Universicy of Guelph, investigacted the implications for Canadian
agricultural policles of freer cross-border crade. Debra Steger, of McCarchy
& McCarchy, examined the implications of present and proposed U.S. trade law
remedies.
