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THE CANADIAN ECONOMY

The following excerpt is from a White Paper pre-
sented by Mr. E.J. Benson, Minister of Finance, to

the House of Commons on October 16:
In the course of the past two years, Canada has

passed througha period of economic adjustment while
still in the midst of the longest and strongest ex-

pansion in its history. During 1967, many of the ad-

justments taking place resembled that of a mild

cyclical recession, but other expansionary forces

more than offset these movements, and production,
income and employment continued to rise. Some
serious industrial disputes have occurred in 1968, but

despite these it seems clear that a moderate acceler-

ation of growth was established in the early months
of this year.
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
