John H. Davis, its Commissioner General. The report before us, 

like those of the past years, shows the importance of the task 

accomplished, It indicates the emphasis placed on programmes 

of education and vocational training in the activities which

were carried out by the staff of the Agency under the able

guidance of Dr. Davis. My Government and my Delegation were 

particularly impressed ky the report's statistics concerning 

teacher training and the increase in the number of teachers.

From 600 in 1959-60, the latter reached 4,500 during the present 

year when training centres were operating on a full scale. We 

have supported the belief of Dr. Davis in the impor fence of 

the educational work of UNRWA.
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
