That Bill C-63, An Act to amend the Olympie (1976)
Act, be amended by adding to Clause 4 thereof, immedi-
ately following uine 14 on page 6, the following:

"(2) For greater certainty it is hereby declared
that the provisions of sections 13 to 16 inclusive of the
Olympic (1976) Act, as enacted by subsection 4(l)
of this Act, are subject to the Canadian Bill of Rights;

RULING 13Y MR. SPEAKER

MR. SPEAKER: To deal with Motion numbered 3 stand-
ing the namne of the honourable Member for High Park-
Humber Valley (Mr. Jelinek), nothing which has been
said dissuades me from the initial position I have taken.
It seemns to me that the honourable Member for Gren-
ville-Canleton (Mr. Baker) is perfectly correct in his
opening remarks. The Canadian Bull of Rights, by its
own provisions, applies to ail Canadian legislation. If any
further certification of this were needed, the stamp of the
Minister of Justice to this effect appears on the front
page of the Bull. This certifies the application, and for
this reason the first part of the amendment would seem
to me to be redundant.

The second part of the amemdment, and I cannot
be persuaded otherwise, goes on to put forward a specific
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
