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improve; and by "improve" I do not neces-
sarily mean increased cost, but enhanced
utility and convenience for the same amount
of mcney. 1 think I can say that we have
in the army a standard type of hut, of which
I arn sure my hon. friend knows, bothi in
the way of messing buts, wbicha are buiît in
the fcrmn of an H with the kitcben in the
bar of the H, and in the forma of sleeping
buts. wliich are also in the forma of an H
with wash-roorns and ablution rooms and
toilets in tlic bar of the H. I helieve these
have bien reasonably satisfactory and that
the cost bas been as low as it couid ho,
having regard to tlic necessity of decent
construction and of buildings whicha will
bouse men prcperly.

The ans ver te my hion. friend is that the
respurIsibility is on tlic engineers of the de-
partment. wlîo are in constant consultation
with others, inclnding tho engineers of the
Department of Munitions and Supply, and
tlie experience gained luis been helpful in
prcclucirg as tiînie xvnt hy. an irnproved
type cf bîut and of building at what is re-
gardcd as a moderato priee, bax ing regard
to the service xxhieh bas to hav e the
accommodation.

Mr. GREEN: WVell, is there ne check by
ana' otlier ilepartineni ? Apparently the defonce
departrnent dreitles w bat buildings it necds
and thoen hnilds tbem, and thero, is nobedy
to check tlie deeisioiîs. It dcs seem that
there sboul be scine ceck, pcî haps by the
Departniient cf 'Munitions and Supply. per-
barps liv housiing expers iinder the Depart-
meut cf Finance, te sec tliat these buildings
ai-e net to expensix e. I hi licx e the itîca
is prmex nlt a î'ess Cinada that a great deal
cf mrotît y is heing xvased cn tliese buildings.
1 wo ulil asl: thc mini ster to tell us w bether
it w oild net ho possible te iset tîp somie
-sdcni cf clîecking bhflictu types of, and
f liecxeniîîc on, tiiesc if erent arm y
buildinags.

Mr. RALSION: The I)QMG adaises me
tîxat w e lix ad indopendent engineers frcm
finie o finîie in cnsultat ion with regard te
plans aid spcificationis. Tîxere lias not been
any ci lier departiiment w hich checks cn the
engincers cf tAie Departiment cf -National
Defeneo ( Xrnîy) :tîxat h, part cf elîr joli,
and it is in flic dePut v iiinistecrs purx'iew
to sec tlî:t tlie jqb is dloue as cheaplv as
o. -ible. I île net think iliat flie Depart-

mecnt cf 'Muiions anrl Supply are in a
po•týon or woîild want te hoe in a position
c chei-k flie niatter cf spi cifie nions and
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that sort of thing for ail the different kinds
of accommodation whîch are needed. Tbe
Department of Munitions and Supply is a
procuring agency for accommodation just as
it is a prccuring agency for armaments or
equipment or anything else. The kind of
specîfications, the degrce of need. et cetera,
have to ho checked by tîxe department con-
cernied, and the matter comes in due course
to the gove onent in he form of an order
in council o len the cntraet is lot by the
Departnaent cf Munitions and Supply.

Mr. GRE'N: These hbuildings aIl roquiro
Iiber and teîlcr building niaterial, in huge
qxiantities and necessitate labeur cf xvariens
