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which hon. members may take -on a vote is
relevant to the amendment which is now
before the house?

Mr. Argue: Mr. Speaker, I was hoping that
I was discussing how essential it was that
hon. members should support the motion,
and I was attempting to advance reasons why
the amendment of the hon. member for
Nanaimo should be supported. I believe that
if even a few members on the government
side of the house would support this amend-
ment it would be in the interests of the
people of Canada, because it would serve
notice on the cabinet that certain members
of the Liberal party were really concerned
about this legislation, and by voting for the
amendment they were asking that the gov-
ernment take a second ook, a real second
look, at this legislation within the period of
fifteen months. My hope is that these
members will support the amendment.

Mr. Speaker: Is the house ready for the
question?

NATIONAL HOUSING ACT

SUBSTITUTION OF NEW LEGISLATION TO INSURE

APPROVED LENDERS, ETC.

Hon. Robert H. Winters (Minister of Public
Works) moved that the house go into com-
mittee to consider the following resolution:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to be
substituted for the present National Housing Act
for the further improvement of housing and living
conditions and for that purpose-(a) to authorize
Central Mortgage and Housing Corporation to
insure approved lenders, including banks, in respect
of loans made by them to assist in the financing
of new residential construction in urban and rural
areas; also to insure, under certain conditions,
loans for the repair, alteration and extension of
existing homes; and (b) to continue and redefine
the actual powers of the corporation as to the
making of loans, the furnishing of guarantees, and
the undertaking of federal provincial projects; also
