The employees of the Canadian wheat board
are not civil servants. They are employed
by the board at salaries in line with those
paid by other grain organizations. Publica-
tion of salaries paid to individual employees
would therefore be prejudicial to the opera-
tion of the board.

The annual report of the wheat board for
the crop year 1955-56 shows total salaries
paid to board members, officers and staff of
$1,921,159.48 and the staff and officers as at
July 31, 1956, totalled 723.
