Have the
government, or the ministers in question, re-
ceived a brief from the ceai operators of
Alberta and the united mine workers ef Ai-
berta, 1,200 of them, in reference to the in-
creased freight rate on ceai from, Alberta and
B.C. to the port of Vancouver, from $5.13 a
ton to $7.45 a ton, which wiil affect our
Japanese market se far as anthracite coal is
concerned and our domestic market so far
as subbituminous coal is cencerned?

Hon, W. M. Benidicksan <Minister of Mines
and Technical Surveys): Mr. Speaker, the
answer to my hion. friend's question is yes; I
received a delegation trom the western ceai
operators, and the matter is being given con-
sideration.
