RCMP SIGNS ON BUILDINGS

Question No. 1,450-Mr. Coates:
1. How many signs at RCMP detachment quarters, and other

quarters, were changed with a wording of "Police" replacing the
former compiete name of the force?

2. Since the initial changes, how many of these signs have been
reworded so that the full naine of the force now appears?

3. How many signs indicating RCMP force offices or quarters
stili carry the wording "Police"?

4. Is action being taken to have ail RCMP quarters signs bear the
fui! name of the force and, if so, when wiil this programme be
compieted?

Hon. Warren Allmand (Solicitor General): For the Min-
istry of the Solicitor General: 1. Twenty-six signs contain-
ing the crest of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police and
the word "Police" were installed on operational buildings
replacing signs which contained the crest of the Force and
the words Royal Canadian Mounted Police or Gendarme-
rie Royale du Canada. In addition, twenty-six buildings
housing offices of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police
had the sign with the word "Police" installed because they
were new buildings previously unmarked and the Force
was occupying them for the first time.

3. Fifty-two.
4. A new building sign bearing the crest of the Force

and the words Royal Canadian Mounted Police and Gen-
darmerie Royale du Canada has been approved and will
be taken into use as soon as supplies can be obtained.

RCMP SIGNS ON VEHICLES

Question No. 1,451-Mi. Coates:
1. What iettermng is presentiy being used on RCMP vehicies and

is the RCMP crest inciuded with the wording on ail vehicies of the
force?

2. Are there any RCMP vehicles being used that carry only the
Word "Police" without any indication of the force that operates the
vehicles and, if so, for what reason?

Hon. Warren Allmand (Solicitor General): For the Mn-
îstry of the Solicitor General: 1. Royal Canadian Mounted
Police vehicles now in service may have, as part of the
vehicle marking, either the lettering RCMP or the single
word POLICE. The vehicle marking, or shield, includes in
every instance the crest of the Royal Canadian Mounted
Police. The current use of dual types of vehicle markings
results from a changeover to bilingual vehicle markings
commenced in January 1972 as new vehicles were brought
into service. This practice was halted on April 28, 1972
when only partially implemented because of representa-
tions regarding the particular markings and since that
date, save in cases of operational necessity, new vehicles
have been left unmnarked. A new vehicle marking bearing
the crest of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police with the
letters RCMP and GRC on either side has been approved
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
