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say that to him in ail sincerity-has implied that there bas

been a breach of an agreement. I think the hon. gentleman

misunderstood the agreement because 1 made it very clear on

the last meeting day of that Committee that the agreement

that we would not move concurrence only held while the

Committee was deliberating. Once it had completed its work

that deal was off, and that was clearly understood by most, if

not ail, members of the Committee. That certainly was my

understanding. 1 regret very much that the hon. gentleman

would suggest we would be a party to a breach of such an

agreement.

Mr. Lefehvre: Madam Speaker, an agreement to me is an

agreement. There was no such understanding as explained by
the Member who just spoke.

Mr. Collenette: Madam Speaker, as a member of this

Committee before 1 was elevated to Cabinet-

Mr. Beatty: Being appointed to this Cabinet is not an

elevation.

Mr. Collenette: -1 must take issue with my colleagues on

the other side and support the Chairman of the Committee. It

is truc we did not have any agreement in the words of "an

agreement", but there was a general understanding along the

lines explained by my colleague from Pontiac-Gatineau-

Labelle (Mr. Lefebvre). I regret that this kind of debate is

taking place on the floor of the Chamber. Perhaps we could
settie it outsîde the Chamber.

Madani Speaker: At any rate, perhaps tbat is a good

suggestion. 1 leave it to Hon. Members, but 1 do have an

obligation to ask the House if it wilI give its unanimous

consent to move acceptance of the seven reports on parliamen-
tary reform.

Mr. Nielsen: Without debate.

Madani Speaker: Does the House give its unanimous
consent?

Somne Hon. Menibers: Agreed.

Somne Hon. Menibers: No.

Madani Speaker: There is not unanimous consent.

Somne Hon. Members: Shame!

Mr. Huntington: One big game after another. What a phony

show.
