President Stanley, who came to 
Halifax from McGill University last 
August to succeed Dr. A. Stanley 

! Mackenzie, today denied rumors 
1 that ho was prepared to resign.

The president refused to discuss 
last night’s meeting further than to 
say: "Difference of opinion having 
arisen between the president. Carle- 
ton W. Stanley, and G. Fred Pear­
son, K.C., chairman of the Board of 
Governors, a meeting of the board 
was called on June 6. As a result 
of action taken by the board, Mr. 
Pearson resigned." He intimated an­
other meeting would be held this 
week to consider the situation.

Mr. Pearson’s resignation has not 
been accepted, and pending action 
of the Board Hector Mclnnes. K.C., 
senior governor, is carrying on the 

| duties of chairman, at the request 
1 of the board.

Before tendering his resignation, 
Mr. Pearson submitted a lengthy 
memorandum, setting forth his 
"founds for requesting an investiga­
tion.
