Women's Departments and Exhibits
for Women
BY MARGARET L. HART

Woman's greatest department and
chief exhibit-~the children of the
country—were out yesterday in full
foree. It was children’s day at the
great national, and they honored the
occasion, so to speak, w&th bumpers
full and overflowing.

It was a deluge of young\Canadians
that invaded the grounds, from
reveille until “last post” sounded, in
other words, from the opening of the
gates until close, the invasion -.comn-
tinued. They came in swarms. Every
school and every Thousehcld were
represented by their cohort or con-
tingent, and by the time the battal-
fons had gathered the armies of boys
and girls falrly obscured the grown-
ups, and were masters of the situa-
tion.
