BROUGHT TO JUSTIOR.

John Y, McKane, the boss of Gravesend,
N.Y., has been taught a lesson which he
will never forget, and his fate will be a
warning to bosses and others who, in the
United States, undertake to run elections
independently of the law and by methods

of their own. “McKane carried things with |

a high hand in the bailiewick of Gravesend.
He was emphatically master of the situa.
tion. Heplaced in office those whom he
favored, and turned out those who offanded
him ; his friends secured all the fag jobs,
and those who dared to oppose him felt the
welght of his disapprobation in varions:
ways. He had charge of the voters’ lists,
or-rather, he owned the men who made
‘bhem out. He ‘caused those  lists o
bs stuffsd outrageously. The town -at
the last census had a population of 8,418,
yet in 1893 there was the astounding num-
ber of 6,218 names on the voteu’_'!iugg. This
was an increase of 3,491 over the reglstra-
tion of 1891 and of 2,038 gver the enroll-
ment of 1892. It oan be seen by this that
McKane did not do things by halves. In
November last an effort was. made to get'an
honest election in Gravesend, and inspectors
were sent to examine the voters’ lists of the
town; but McKane’s creatures gave the
officials’ & very warm welcome, In fact,
they drove them ‘out of the place. without
allowing them & chance even to see the
lists, much less do their work. This was too
much for the lovers of law and ‘order to
bear, and the boss was prosecuted for
his- election frauds. He wu,; greatly
to his surprise, found guilty and sentenced
to six years’ imprisonment in the peniten-
tiary. ;

McKane had made & handsome fortune in
Gravesend. He was a church member, and
 when in decent society conducted himself
like a respectable man, A number of the
Boss’s confederates have been indicted,
among whom are two or three **justices.”
While the trial was going on, they were
bold and confident ; since the- boss’s convic-
tion they have collapsed, and two of them
have_ offered to become witnesses for the
State—Queen’s evidence, as they would be
called here.

And whereas it is in contemplation that
both the form of the mortgage and bonds
may be changed, and it has been arranged
that the company shall at any time at their
own.cost, at the request of the bank, make
and execute different bonds and a different
mortgage from those now executed, and
that the trustees shall assent thereto :

Now these presents witness as follows :

1. The company shall at any time here.
after at the request of the bank, but at
their own expense, issne new bonds in such
denomination, of such amounts, ard of such
number as the bank may determine, but so
that the same shall not exceed in principal
the sum of, nine hundred and twenty-five
thousand dollars, with interest at the rate
of four per cent. (4 per cent.) per annum.

2. For the purpose of secaring payment
of the principal and interest of snch bonde,

option of tae bank, the existing one, shall
be registered or deposited under the pro.
vigions of the ** Railway Amendment Act,
1893,” at the expense of the company.

5. The minister shall indorse the new
issue of bonds, provided the obligation does
not in the aggregate exceed the cbligation
incurred under tgbe present issue.

6. This egreement is made with full
knowledge of and without prejudice to an
agreement dated the ninth day of August,
A'D, 1893, made between the Nakusp and
Slocan railway company, of the first part,
and the Honorable Forbes George Vernon,
Chief ; Commissioner of Lands and Works,
acting on behalf of the government of
British Columbia, of the other part, and it
is hereby declsred that, notwithstanding
