1 quired, for taking a degree in Edinburgh or
Dublin.

The pupils boarded in the Establishment en-
joy the advantage of private tuition and assis-

tance, in their studies.^They are under the
strict and constant superintendance of the mas.
ters (who live in the house), and have every
attention paid to their health, comfort and mo.
rals.
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
