Kiihunku resists drouth hett.'r than .Mar(|iiis ami is perhaps S.') per cent,
resi.stant to rust while Manpiis is very susceptihle. Kuhanka is more
subject to lodging owing to its tall straw, is a few days lat.r in iimtiir-
ing and is more .subject to wheal scab than Mar.|ui's. I'.oth varieties
iiold their seed well but the Kuhanka is superior in this respect being
\cry free from shattering. Mar.piis is the leading bread wheat variety
while Kuhanka is a leader among durum varieties.
