More to Blame Than Motorists.

BOSTON, Noxf. 2.—Up to to-day 1357
sccidents in  which® motor ‘vehicles
vrere concerned have been reported to
the state highway commissicn in the
last eleven montks and in pursuance
of its duty to invesiigate thes:c cases
the' commission: has found that where
pedestrians werg the victims the biame
often rested upbn them and not upon
the drivers. In the last cleven months
there have. beerni nearly 100 deaths and
about 1100 injuries caused by motor
car accidents. (In the previous twelve
months there were 77 deaths and 963
injuries, =0 that with one month not
counted of the present fiscal year of
the highway ¢ommission there has
been an increase of abomt 20 per cent.
in deaths and 1% per cent. in accidents.

In that same perfod, however, there
has been an incredase of approximately
25 per cent. in|the number of motor,
vehicles in use In the state.
