ent egg-hatcheries or “mammals”
that have been in continuous us in
the same family for many generations.
/These incubators’ comsist of large

to sixty thousand eggs at a time, The
fire is Dbullt inside the oven and is
watched: carefully for ten days, after

The method of building the fires and
‘maintaining them so as to preserve
the right temperature are trade sec-
rets that-are jealously guarded ' and
usually kept in.the family. About
sixty-five to seventy per ocent. of the
eggs are sald to fbe successfully
hatched by these methods. '

The production of eggs for the ex-
port trade has come to be a very im-
portant industry of Egypt. During tae
winter of 9811-12 the export amounted
to 83,608,000 eggs, having a value of
$627,000. That is at the rate of about
nine cents a dozen.

Most of the E eges go to
England;’ last year 74,000,000, or nearly
ninety per cent. were sent there.
France had over 3,000,000, and the reat
v;‘ere divided among a number of coun-
tries.

The eggs shipped from Egypt are
generally smaller. than those we  are
accustomed to;.but when we constder
the amount of food material ¢ontained
