The 
motion is in favor of petitioning the On­
tario Legislature to so amend the Municipal 
SAct that when a town separates from the 
county or a city annexes territory from the 
county, that town, or city shall not be en­
titled to any share of the county assets 
unless the county interested passes a bylaw 
^approving of such loss of territory.

York county has had considerable ex­
perience In this direction. When Park- 
•dale separated itself from the county, when 
^Toronto took in slices of northern terri­
tory, both municipalities demanded and re­
ceived a share in the county assets in pro­
portion to the value of the property they 
M>wned. York county had to pay so much
