DOUBLE TRIPS.

There is not now neither was there 
suspicion on the part of any- 

having the responsibility for the 
city’s finances or bookkeeping respecting 
the honesty or integrity of the three tax- 
collectors upon, whom circumstances and 
sensation mongers have breathed the 
breath of scandal. The City Treasurer 
believes with City Auditors Anderson 
and Jones that Mr. Matson s $2v00 
shortage will be satisfactorily explained 
away when his challenge is accepted and 
his books examined. Mr. Coady says 
that such shortages have occurred at 
frequent intervals in past years. He 
says they always will occur, and in­
genuity has not yet devised a system 
whereby it can be prevented. It is only 
a year ago since Collector Woods, now 
concerned in the present cnee, was under 
a cloud for two weeks, he himself not 
being able to account for $2200, which 
a clerical error in the city books seemed 
to show that he had not returned. Upon 
investigation it transpired that the books 
and not Mr. Woods were in error. The 
latter had paid out the amount by order 
of the Treasurer, but had received no 
credit for it in the books. Ex-Mayor 
Fleming in campaigning upon the plat­
form of a consolidated system of keep­
ing the tax collectors’ books, and for a 
responsible chief to this department fre­
quently had occasion to point to similar 
mistakes. The shortages, if they existed, 

always adjusted and the matter be­
ing regarded simply as a departmental 
difficulty connected with the accounts, no 
publicity was made of them. Then.as 
now the collectors were presumed to.be 
honest as 'any man must be, regarded in 
a business way, who can get sureties for 
$200,000 such as Messrs. Matson, Woods 
and Vance each have at their b trah­
it is generally agreed that the collectors 
are woful failures In keeping books, 
but then they do not pull Salaries large 
enough to tempt a man of the double 
qualification of collector and bookkeeper.

Who Pound It First t
The present shortages were discovered 

by Mr. Fleming of the Treasurer’s De­
partment, who had examined the returns 
of arrears for 1895 of the various collec­
tors, and had discovered that while re­
ceipts were produced bv ratepayers to 
prove that they had paid their taxes, 
their property was nevertheless entered 
among the returns oF" arrears. Memo­
randa were made of such, cases and the 
attention of the City Auditors was there­
by drawn to the Cnee. They immediately 
called the Treasurer’s attention to them, 
in the following communication :

May 9, 1898.
R. T. Coady, Esq* CSty Treasurer.

Dear Sir.—In auditing the arrears of 
taxes registers or sub-ledgers, we have 
found a large number of accounts in 
Wards 1, 5 and 6 with such memoranda 

following, written in pencil 
across the face of each: “paid collector,” 
“claims to hold a receipt,” “receipt pro­
duced,"“collector to pay,” etc. On enquiry 
we have found that in these and similar 
cases the amounts due have been paid 
to the collector, but not returned to you 
a# Tretisurer. We have reason to be ieve 
there are many other open accounts 
which have really been paid, but which 
bear no explanation whatever to that 
effect, and we have therefore no means 
of knowing from the books to what ex­
tent payments have been made without 
the corresponding credits having been 
given. We are sure you will agree with 
us that this is a matter requiring im­
mediate attention, for if the collectors 
have received the money and have not 
accounted for is as appears to be the 
case, necessary steps should be taken to 
protect the city’s interest. When 
discussing the matter with you 
some time ago you seemed to be 
under the impression that it would be 
satisfactorily adjusted. Please let us 
know if anything has been done in that 
direction.

Sault Ste Marie, .Tune 24.—While here 
recently Messrs. Tiffin and White of the 
Grind Trunk Railway freely stated that 
the G T.R. would undoubtedly shortly 
commence the construction of a line 
from a point on the Northern to the 
Shutt The line! will run northwest 
crossing the French River in the town­
ship of Mowat and striking the Sault 
branch of the C.P.R. at Massey. The 
G.T.R. have running powers over por 
tiens of the road from Massey to the 
Sault. A good detvl of grading and 
rock cutting was done some years ago 
on the line east of Massey. As soon as 
construction is commenced on this side 
the Northern Pacific wall push their line 
eastward to the Sault from Minneapolis 
forming a junction here. Ihe present 
International Bridge will be utilized for 
the connection as the G. f.R. already 
have a fourth interest in it. W ith til- 
creased railway facilities and enormously 
increased development of the water power 
the Sault will take a fresh start towards 
becoming a city in the near future.
