London, Dec. 8.—There has just been is-
sued an English trunsiation of all the'
Dutch official telegrams issued during the |
war until the British ttoops - occupied
Vryheid.

They provide extraordinary reading, com-
prising as they do the actual reports sent
by the Boer commandoes, and the procla-
mations of leaders, showing the perfect sys-
tem by which the Dutch people were con-
tinually deceived and kept in ignorance
of the true state of affairs.

In these telegrams the Euglish forces
are boldly accused of attacking Boer am-
bulances and hiring Basutos and other
pative races to take up arms.

One report stated that the English ap-
parently respected neither the Red Cross
nor the white flag, and, while the Boers
mever retreated, but only took up other
positions, the English soldiers were always
being put to flight.

The British losses as given by these re-
ports were terrific, and the Boer r‘us'lm‘.l,'usi
appeared to be confined to cattle and |
horses.

CHICAGO PRO-BOERS PROTEST
AGAINST CONTINUANCE OF WAR

Bourke Cockran Declares the Republics Can Never Be Sup-
pressed and for Britain to Maintain Authority Over Them
Would Require Compulsory 8ervice.

Chicago, Dec. 8.—A program of protest
against British methods in the South Af-

rican war was carried out in the Auditor-
fum Theatre to-night. Following an ad-
dress by W. Bourke Cockran, and speeches
by others, resolutions for the appointment
of a committee to bring the sentiments of
the meeting before the President were
adopted. Altho an admission was charged,
the funds being intended to aid the Boers
and their women and children, standing
room was at a premium, and many were
unable to gain admission.

Mr. Cockram, in opening his address, sald
that, however men may differ about the
invasion of the South- African Republics,
all are agreed that the restoration of peace
is in the highest degree desirable. There
are but two ways in which the war can be
terminated—either the Boers must surrend-
er or the Emnglish government must aban-
don the attempt to subdue them. It Is
quite generally assumed that the resistance
of the Boers canmot be successful, and, if
this be true, they would not be justified in
continuing a struggle which involved fruit-
less loss of life and waste of property.

Mr. Cockran then entered upon an argu-
ment to show that the resistance of the
Boers is not hopeless. He declared that
Lord Salishury’s position, that nothing but
absolute surrender would be considered,
has been sbandoned, and that to-day the
burghers could secure almost any terms,
short of complete and explieit acknowledg-
ment of their independence.

The speaker declared that if the Boer
re;;immmo be prolonged for a few months
the abandonment of the struggle to subdue
them by Great Britain is inevitable. The
trend of the argument was that it would
be impossible for the British government
to secure the passage of many more war
appropriations thru the House of Commons,
and if the Boer forces can hold the field
a little longer the attempt to subdue the

means to pursue it
Mr. Cockran declared :

“Nothing can be clearer than that the
resistance of the burghers cannot be
suppressed, and, therefore, the ouly
possible way to peace is the withdrawal
of Great Britain from the attempt to
subjugate the South African Republics.

‘“T'he pretence that the existence of
these Republics endangered British
authonity over the rest of South Africa
is unworthy of serious consideration.
If republics and monarchical authority
are so hostile that thelr mere proximity
involves conflict between them,this coun-
try would be justified in annéxing Can-
ada as a necessary measuve of protec-
tion for its own safety.

“Thé real interest of the Fnglish peo-
ple is im extending the domain of Eng-
lish commerce, not in extending the do-
main of the English Crown.

“If the South African Republics were
subdued, and the last Boer disarmed,
the men and women now confined im
captivity must be returned to the soil.
To maintain authority over these peo-
ple, resentful, .dissatisfied, accustomed
to bearing arms, would require the
maintenance of a huge army, and such
an army could not be maintained with-
out establishing compulsory military
service in Great Britain, which would
be the ruin of the British constitution.

“Providence has so ordered
events that the President of the
United States can compose this
bitter gquarrel. It is an extraor-
dinary opportunity, offered to an
extraordinary man. It would be
unnecessary to draw the sword,
t0 make any threat of armed in-
tervention or to take amn un-
friendly attitude, One word
spoken te the English Ambassa-
dor or in fhe hearing of the Eng-
lish Nation would restore peace.
Will that word be spoken? never
in history have such moment-
ous results hung on the lips of
& human being. Will Theodore
Roosevelt improve this oppor.un-
ity for himself, hfs eountry and
the whole human race?”

Curios Gathered By the Prince and
Princess of Wales to Be Seen
at the Coronation.

London, Dec. 8.—The designs for the
Queen’s coronation robes have been finally
decided on by Her Majesty. The task has
been no easy ome, as both the historical
records and the ancient precedents bad
to be consulted. A short time since, the
King, hearing that the robes worn by
Queen Adelaide were in an excellent state
of preservation and were kept as helr-
looms at Brodie Castle, commanded that
they should be brought to Marlborough
House for the Queen’s inspection and gui-
dance. The material of which they were
made is black velvet manufactured on hand
looms, amd the finished robes are elaborate-
Iy embroidered and iaced with gold trim-
milge—— "

King’s Cape.

The King's cape, the most magnificent
garment which will be worn at the cere-
mony, will be decorated with silver eugles,
fleur-de-lys and roses, and shamrocks and
thistles will be worked into the general
design. The fleur-de-lys has a motable his-
toric significance, as it points to the days
when English kings were proclaimed 1ulers
of France. The erown and arrangements
of jewels wiil be specially designed for
the occasion. The precious stomes, which
consist of diamion: ritbies, pearls, sap-
phires and emeralds, will number 3190, aud
include the famous ruby which the King
of Castile presented to the Black Ltrince
in 1367, and wuich was subsequently worn
by Hemry V. at Agincourt.

PRINCE IS A SURPRISE

 SPEECH A REVELATION

Hé_s Shown Himself to Be a Man of Parts, With Brains
Logic and a Sense of Proportion snd Appreciation
of His Responsibilities. :

New York, Dec. 8—The Sun’s London correspondent wires: The evolu-
tion of the Prince of Wales has interested the British public during the
week more than'any other matter of general concern. His visit to the city
and what\he said were more or less of a revelation to the country, in regard
to the persomality and character of the heir to the throne.

As Duke ork, he was never much in the public eye, and the popu-
lar impressi im, while not unfriendly on the whole, has béen vaguely
tolerant. H won the warm place in the public affections which his
tactful and very human father won at a much (bar!‘ier age. He had no op-
portunities to display his individuality, ard perhaps it was only natural.
that this lack of evidence of any special talents caused a tacit belief in
their absence. ;

It was a welcome surprise, therefore, to the English people yesterday
to read a speech from his lips which really said something, and which car-
ried ideas at once sound, thoughtful, even eloguent. It was much above
the average of royal utterances. - i

Cynics at once assumed that the Prince merely repeated words put
into his mouth by a convenient bureaucrat, whose duty it is to write royal
speeches. This is an absolute injustice. The Prince not only wrote this
excellent address to the citizens of London, but performed the far more
difficult task of composing all of the many responses to public addresses in
his long tour. These included a great variety of ideas and sentiments, often
expressed in exceedingly graceful and happy language.

The Engish public has taken, on the whole, probably slight interest in
the details of the six-months’ tour. The Prince’s summing up of the whole
story in his Guildhall address was, therefore; in the nature of a new nar-
rativé™o his listeners. His straightforward review and careful analysis of
his observations, with their lesson to the Mother Country, constituted an
epitome of the current history of the Empire which surprised and delighted
his hearers. A

There has been considerable fulsome and extreme laundation of the
Prince’s speech, which is rather nauseating, but it should not obscure the
fact that the future King of Great Britain has shown himself to be a man
of parts, with brains and logic and a sense of proportion and appreciation
of his responsibilities and the duties of statesmanship. Those who were in
close personal association with him on his long trip gained the truest idea
of his real character. Some of them admit a certain amount of surprise at
the extent of his development. : ! ]

It is a satisfaction to learn that there is nothing small, nothing of the
snob about him. He is as broad-minded and democratic as his
father, and is remarkably free from prejudices. The chief criticism, if it
be such, is that, intellectually, he is still somewhat leoyish. By this it is
not meant that he is unsophisticated or uninformed, but. his habits of mind
are those of one younger than he in years. Far from being ignorant, it
would be difficult to find a man of his age better equipped with knowledge,
which, as time goes on, he will undoubtedly assimilate. There is every

and

prospect, also, that, as the country comes to know him better, his

will’ be rapidly increased.
