Hon. Sydney Fisher declaimed loudly
against an official of the government |
criticizing an official act of the gov-
ment. The evident object of Sir Wil-
frid Laurier and his colleagues was to |
divert attention from Mr. Fisher's bold !
meddling with military appointments, |
to the vague assaults of Lord Dundon- |
ald on the dignity of the Dominion
government.

Lord Dundonald’s case, as conveyed
in a memo to Col. Hughes, was a man-
ly straightforward defence of his fa-
mous Montreal speech, reports of
which he said were substantially cor- |
rect. He went farther than mere af-
firmation of this statement in Montreal
and accused Hon. Sydney Fisher of in-
terfering in several recommendations
aside from the appointment of Dr.
Pickell.

Backed by Colonel Smart

Mr. Fisher Did Interfere With the
Scottish Dragoons and Failed
to Keep Appointments.

Ottawa, June 10.—(Staff Special.)—
Lord Dundonald's statement, as made
in the memo communicated to Col S.
Hughes, is as follows:

“In accordance with general orders,
approved by council, I gave orders in
the customary manner in the month of
February last to organize the 13th
Scottish Light Dragoons as a cavalry
regiment, with headquarters in the
eastern townships of Quebec. Lieut,
Col. G. A. Smart was gazetted as com-
manding officer on Feb. 19, and other
officers were also appointed to the same
regiment. Shortly after the promulga-
tion of the order authorizing the organi-
zation of the regiment, I received an
order from Sir Frederick Borden, thru
Col. Pinault, the deputy minister of
militia, desiring him to stop the organi-
zation. No explanation or reason for
this- sgep was vouchsafed, but indirect-
ly I learned that the minister of agri-
culture was responsible for the delay
whieh thus occurred. I greatly desired

to have the organization proceeded
with, as the time for holding the an-
nual camps was approaching.

Dida't Keep Dates.

“I accordingly twice communicated
with Mr. Fisher by telephone on two
dates some distance apart and made ap-
pointments with him in order that this
reason for obstruction might be ex-
plained. Mr. Fisher did not keep either
of these appointments. Og the second
of the occasions thus referred to, when
speaking to Mr. Fisher on the tela-
phone, I explained the urgency of com-
pleting the organization of the militia
without delay, otherwise it would be im-
possible for it to go into camp. I also
enquired what Mr. Fisher had to o
with the organization of the militia,
and to this Mr. Fisher responded »y

enquiring if I thought he had no right,

y as. a cabinet minister, to interfere. My |

answer wasd that, in my opinion, .\lr.‘
Fisher had no right to interfere with}
Col. Smart's selection of officers, as I|
understand he had been doing. It is, |
perhaps, unnecessary to say here ?h:\t’
Col. Smart's duty was to select cfficers|
for commissions and submit their names |
to the general officer commanding, thru |
the proper channel, in order that he|
might make recommendations to the
minister of militia.

“I became convinced of Sydney Fisa-|
er's continued interference with the|
duty of Col. Smart in the selection of |
officers. Subsequently I sent in a list|
of officers for the 13th Scottish Lignt
Dragoons to he approved of by the min-
ister of militia and gazetted. Included|
in that list was the name of Dr. Pickell, |
Mayor of Sweetburg, to command a;
squadron, a local man of prominence, |
whose appointment would, I believe, |
have advanced the jnteresis of the|
militia. Dr. Pickell was not qualifiel|
professionally as an officer. Inde2d,!
only two out of the sixteen of the pro-|
posed officers of the 13th Scottish Light |
Tt
was imposgible as well, he understood,
to procure only qualified officers, as
the cavalry regiments in the eas‘en
townships had been ‘increased since
May, 1902, from four sauadrons, num-|
hering 200 men and 26 officers, totwenty |
squadrons, numbering 1600 men 'm.IE
120 officers, on the peace establishment, |
and with o war establishment of 2700
men. |

Customary Course.
“All the gentlemen submitted in the

| list undertook to qualify profr»ssinnnllvj

after appointment in the usual manner. |
This course is customary, and has been !
forced upon ug by the lack of qualified
officers. It is a course which has ni-|
ways met with the approval of the min- 1
ister of militia. This list of offieers for|
the 13th' Scottish Light Dragoons was
submitted to the minister and included

{ the name of Mr.

cluded other regiments of the militia.
This list of officers of the 13th Scottish
Light Dragoons was struck out of the
general order by Sir Fred. Borden, and
1 was informed of this cirecnmstance by
Cel. Pinault, the deputy minister, in a
letter, of which the following is a copy:
Ottawa, May 19. —

“Dear -Lord ‘Dundonald,—Lute last even-
ing I placed before the minister The Ga-
zette, dated 18th iust.,, for approval and
submission to courcil, with the esception
¢f the part relating to the 13th Scottish
Light Dragoons, which the minister held
over for further consideration. It was ap-
proved and as the minister intended to
leave the city this morning for a week or
so, rather than delay the submission of
the remainder of The Gazette, he cancel-
led and initialed "the appointments to the
13th instead of returning the draft to you
for that purpose.

*“Yery taithfully yours. Lt. Pinanlt.”

A day or two after the first list was
cancelled a further list was submlitted to
me by the adjutani-general, which I -was
iuformned wouid be zceeptable, and the or-
ganization of the corps would be permit-
ted to proceed. This latter iist of officers
to be pgazetted was sent to council anyg
when returpned the name of Dr. Pickelt had
been- erased and the erasure was Initiallod
by the minister of agriculture, who was
acting for Sir Frederick Borden. When
in Montreal on June 3, fuller details of the
interference of the minister of agrienltare
were commnnicated to me n couversation,
us well as by a letter from Col. Smart,
whkick I received on the morning of June
4, the day on wilich I spoke at the officers’
barquet.  Col. Smart’s letter read as fol-
lows:

Col. Smart’s Letter,

Montreal, June 4: My Lord, —As reqnest-
ed by you last evering I have the houor to
submit the following facts In counectlon
vith the recommendations for appoint-
ents submitted by me and to which the
Hon. Mr. Fisher took exception. 1 sub-
mitted the name of Dr. F. K. Pickell, who
i= the mayor of Sweetsburg, and warden
of the County of Missisquol, to be major
in command of E Squadron. Dr. Piokell is
a nan of means, can ride fairly well and
was quite willing to take the neesssary
time to qualify himself for the position of
wajor. Mr. Fisher objected to him for no
other reason than Le was a strong political
opponent of his and was quite determined
to hlock the whole organization nnless Dr.
l‘[(_~ImH's name was withdrawn. This T
rcfused to do, as I had invitad Dr. Pickell
to come info the regiment and told Mr.
I'isher that some one else would have to be
responsible for the withdrawal of Dr. Pick-
ell's hame. After my last visit to Ottawa
I consulted with Col. Whitley, and -we
came to the eonclusion that unless we {n-
duced Dr. Pickell to voluntarily withdraw
the organization was to be broken up in-
definitely. 1, therefore, communicated with
Dr. Pickell and explained to gim that owing
10 a new regulation, objection was made
to the appointment of unqualified officers

draw his name temporarily. to which he
consented. I then communicated with Mr.
Fisker. saving that T would agree to the
withdrawal of Dr. Pickell's name.

“Hon. Mr. Fisher also toop exception to

be appointed captain in “E" Squadron, but
Mr. Fisher insisted that I substitute the

I
peinted ont to Mr. Fisher that Mr. Pfekell
being a resident of the township, was en-
titid to a senior rank in preference to
Mr. Steacie. who lives in Montreal, and
moreover, as Mr. Steaele fs a relative of
mine, it would place me in a false position
and appear as though I was unduly advanc.
ing him at the expense of others. Hon.
Mr. Fisher ¢vidently had his mind made up
on the matter, and Insisted on the ‘change,
to which T reluctantly agreed. *I regret to
say that this has caused some dissatisfar
tion, and I would like at the first oppor-
tunity to transfer Mr. Rteacie to another
squadron and recofmend Mr. Pickell for
his captainey.

“With regard to the adjutancy, Captain
Converse, whom T selected for this position,
kas served in the militia for about 15
yvears and for a long time served as ser-
yeant-major in the Duke of York's IHussars,
Mr. Fisher asked me to drop this man and
substitute Mr. Adams of the 6th Husears,
a man who is very deaf and whom [ con-

BOMBS FOR CZAR.

Two of Them Found in the Imparial
Palace, Working.

London, June 11.—The Daily Mail as-
serts: ‘“Two infernal machines were
j found on the night of June 7 conceal-
ed in tobacco boxes in the Tsarskove
Selo Palace, where the Russlan em-
peror is now residing.
