Willlam McNab of Grand Trunk,
President of Eagineering and
Maintenance Association.

.

William McNab, principal assistant
engineer of the Grand Trunk Railway
System, is now president of the '
American Rallway Engineering and
Maintenance . of Way Assaciation, an
office of outstanding importance in the
railway world.

Mr. MeNab succeeds the late Walter
G. Berg as president of the associa-
tion.

This organization, which is without
gquestion the foremost, the most use-
ful to railway engineers and the most
representative of its kind in the world,
was formed in 1898; its objects being
the advancement of knowledge per-
taining to the scientific and ecnomi-
cal location, construction, ' operation
and maintenance of railways. It has
a membership of upwards of 700, rep-
resenting, approximately,, N0,000miles
of railway. Altho neminally Ameri-
can, it has amongst its members en-
gineers resident in _Canada, Great
Britain, continental Europe, Japan,
Mexico and the Central and South
American Republics. The member-
ship embraces civil engineers, me-
chanical engineers, electnjcal engin-
eers and architects actively in charge
of railway work, connected with con-

guction and maintenance of way and
structures; professors of engineering
in colleges, and in general railway
officials responsibie for and having
.supervision of railway copstruction
and maintenance.

How Work is Carried On.

The usefulness and work of the as<
sociation is carried on thru a series
of standing committees who report to
the association in annual convention.
These reports, after having been pass-
éd by the committees respectively, are
subjected to a most minute, critical,
but vet enthusiastic discussion by the
membership generally, the outcome of
which is invaluable. The complete-
ness with: which railway construction
and maintenance matters are covered
and under the consideration of this
association will be realized when it is
understood that there is a .standing
committee for each of the following
subjects : economics of railway looca-
tion, roadway, iron and steel struc-
tures, wooden bridges and trestles,
rall, wood preseryvation, water . ser-
vice, signalling and interlocking, mas
onry, building, yards and terminals,
ties, ‘track, ballasting, signs, fences,
crossings afid cattle-guards, uniform
rules, uniform general contract forms,
records, reports and accounts.

The recommendations of the asso-
elation, brought about thru = discus-
gions of the reports -of these various
committees, have now been accepted
as standards on many roads, and its
annual publications are used as works
of reference, not only in almost every
railway engineering office, but as text
books. in many colleges and. universi-
ties 1. The *“Manual of Recommended
Practice,” issued annually- by the as-
sociation is the result-of the combined
study, researches, interchange of |
views and experience of men -eminent |
in the several departments of railway
engineering, and Is - unquestionably
looked upon as the standard for guld-
ance, in a-sense, that no work prepar-
ed other engineers in private ‘practice
can be.

Flrst Canadian to Hold It.

Mr. McNab has the honor of being
the first member resident outside of‘
the United States to hold the office
of president. He is a charter member
and was vice-chairman of the first
committee of graduation (since called
roadway), of which he afterwards be-
came chairman. It was during Mr.
McNab’s direction of. this . committee |
.that the particular specifications for
construction of roadway were adopt-
ed, which are now standard on many
of the principal railways. In 1904 the
board of direction, recognizing - the
eminent services Mr. McNab had ren-|
dered, appointed him chairman of a
new committee, to be known as the
economics of railway loeation. In
March, 1905, he was elected a member
of the board of direction; in Mareh,
1907, second vice-president, in March,
1908 he became first vice-president;
and May 11th inst., thru Mr. Berg’s
death, he became president.

The presidency of the American
Railway Engineering and Mainten-
ance of Way Association carries with
it a high and influential standing
among the railway engineers of this
continent, and the Grand Trunk Rail-
way System;is honored by the fact of
one of its officers being the chief ex-
ecutive of an organization of such
universal import. In this connection it
is noteworthy that another Grand
Trunk official, Mr. Howard C. Kelley,
its éef engineer, to whom Mr. Mc-
Nab ' is principal assistant, held this
office for two years, viz : in 1905 and
1906. Mr. Kelley, at that time, K was
chief. engineer of the Minneapolis &
st. Louis Rallway., as well as of the
Jowa Central Railway, and had been
and is still an enthusjastic member
and worker in the association. Last
year Mr, Kelley accepted the chief en-
gineership of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way System, and it is a somewhat re-
markable coincidence now, that as
both he and Mr. McNab are Grand
| Trunk men, only little over a year has
elapsed between Mr. Kelley's term
as president and that of Mr. McNab, |

FUTURE OF COTTON GROWING

Europeans Apprehensive, of Control of
Output by America.

PARIS, June 2.—The reports to and
the debates before the fifth interna-
ticnal congress of cotton spinners and
manufacturers all indicate that Eu-
rope stands in great fear of the Am-
erican monopoly and feels the urgent
necessity of freeing this immense
manufacturing industry from Ameri-
can domination of the price of raw ma-
terial, especiailly when cotton is the
subject of “speculative movements,

The offictal French report insists that
foreign manufacturers have a right to
fair prices in order to avoid a derange-
ment of the industry abroad.

Moritz Schaney, a German ‘expert,
expressed the opinion that while there
is a possibility of a largely increased
American sproduction, labor difficulties
beyond the Atlantic make an increase
in the supply of American’ raw material
abroad unlikely, especidlly as the Unit=
ed States undoubtedly will greatly in-
crease the consumption of its own
cctton. )

Herr Schaney joins with his col-
leagues in the cry against the Ameri-
cans on the ground that they are not
disposed to dellver their cotton at fair
prices. To remedy this condition the-
European delegates advocate, first,
scme method to put a stop to improper
speculation, and second, the fostering
and the extension of the production of
eotton in the colonies of Europe, es-
pecially in Africa and Egypt. It is
claimed that in ten years' time these
ccuntries will be able to produce 10,-
000,000 bales of cotton a year.

The American delegates on the con-
trary contend that the southern states
are the natural fleld for cotton produc-
tion, and say theéy will be capable ul-
timately of an output ameunting to a
hundred million bales a year. '
