The committee recommended that the 
city lease Balmy Beach Park at the 
extreme east end of East Toronto for 
five years, the conditions being that 
the dty pay for the upkeep and remit 
the taxes. The property, which is at 
the corner of Malvem-avenue and 
Swan wick-avenue, is about 150 feet 
square, and is in tlhe hands of a hoard 
of trustees, it having been dedicated 
by the late owner many years ago to be 
maintained in perpetuity as a tennis 
apd bowling green. The trustees have 
steadily refused to hand over control 
to the city, but Aid. Phelan said they 
had so far relented as to consent to 
lease-It. The city applied to the legis­
lature last session for power to acquire 
it, but this was refused.

The Tank Danger.
In view of the disaster in Montreal 

due to the collapse of a water tank, the 
civic fire and light committee yester­
day ordered City Architect McCallum 
to report on the regulations governing 
such construction in Toronto, altho 
Chief Thompson’s explanation largely 
relieved apprehension.

In reply to Aid. Hambly’s query, the 
chief said he had no further responsi­
bility for the safety of such tanks after 
inspecting their erection, the city arch­
itect being charged with the duty of 
further Inspection. The bylaws provid­
ed that the steel supports must be of 
four times the strength actually need­
ed to hold up the tank. He was satis­
fied that there * was no local danger 
from this source.

Aid. Maguire, who was a witness of 
the Montreal tragedy; said he had been 
told that dampness had rusted the 
bolts of the steel beams, and that the 
eastern city was to pass a bylaw which 
would compel tanks to be placed on 
four brick walls. This was being done 
with tanks on up-to-date buildings. 

Exits In Theatres.
A discussion on fire exits in theatres 

wgs started by Aid. Hambly, who said 
he had been informed that there 
no outlet from the upper gallery of tne 
Princess Theatre. The chief stated that 
excellent exits were afforded from the 
galleries as well as the ground floor, 
and that be could not understand the 
attacks snade on that theatre.
