The Framchise BiiL

Mr, McMullen resumed the discus-
sion on the franchise bill, but first de-
voted some time to a consideration of
the superannuation question' and the
tariff. He wag invited by the Speakcr
to eonfine his remarks to the bili under
discussion.  Mr, MoMullen expressed
hope that thé bill would pass, The
country was tired of the present law.
He believed from 10 to 12 per cent. of
those entitled to vote were not on the
Hsts, -He also argued that there could
be no plebiecite on prohibition umtil
the voters’ lists had been revised.

Mr. Wood (Brockville) pointed out
one vita] if not fatal objection to the
bill before the House, He mentioned
that in Quebec the principle of “one-
man-one-vote”’ did not apply as 'n
Ontario. If this passed it would give
to Quebec a mwmch larger representu-
tion at the polls than it would give
electors in any other province where
the principle of one-man-one-vote
prevailed.
