It isa
truth which had better be at once fully admitted,
that where there are many children nearly ap-
proaching each other in age, their wills must clash,
their passions become excited, and their affections
be for the time overborne. When a mother sees
children scratch and strike, when her ear catches
the bitter words of passion between brothers, her
heart stands still with grief and dread. But sho
must be comforted. All may be well if she over-
rules this terrible necessity asshe may. She must
remember that the strength of will, thus shown, is
a great power for use in the acquisition of patience.
She must remember that the odiousness of passion
1s not yet so evident to her children as itis to her.
She must remember how small is the moral com-
prehension of a child ; and, therefore, how intenso
are all its desires, and how strong is the provoca-
tion when those desires are thwarted. She must
remember that time and enlargement of views are
what children want to make them men and women ;
and that time and enlargement are sure to come to
these young creatures and make men of them if the
parents do their part.—-Her part to-day is to
seperate the children who cannot agree, to give
time and opportunity for their passions to subside,
the desire of the moment to pass away, and the
affections and’ the reason to be aroused. She
must obtain their confidence apart, and bring them
together again when they can forgive and agree
—Ifshe finds that such trouble enables her to
understand her children better, and reveal their
own minds to themselves, and teach them a more
careful self-rule, the event may be well worth the
pains.

e

First Steps.—The anxiety of accumulating
something for their children—if not enmough for
their entire support at least enough to see them
well afloat in life—is very common among parents.
This is injudicious and arises from parental weak-
ness. Educate your children well, and you haye
done enough for themn; teach them to depend on
their own strength—and this can only be done by
nutting them on their own resources—in no other
way can they acquire strength. In truth, setting
a young man afloat on the wealth accumulated by
his father is like tying bladders under the arms of
a swimmer, or rather one that cannot swim; ten
chances to one he will lose his bladders, and his
sole dependence, and then where is he? Teach
him while young to swim a little with his own
strength and then he will be prepared to enter the
stream of life and take care of himse!f without any
extraneous helps. Under such circumstanees he
will be likely to buffet the waves with far more
success.
