Several villages captured and more than 1,000 additional prisoners and
three field guns taken attest the success of the second day's attack by Gen-
eral Korniloff in eastern Galicia. -Already this branch-of the Russian offen-
sive ‘movement has resulted in a degp wedge being driven into the Austro-
German line between Stanislau and Halicz, southeast of Lemberg. It took
the throwing in of strong German reserves and the launching of heavy counter
attacks even to slow up the rush of Korniloff's men. The strategic position
in this sector is now clearly in favor of the Russians.

Each day now witnesses a new attack by the German Crown Prince along
the Aisne front in Northern France, suggesting an attempt at a sustained of-
fensive, but the French guns are proving too- much for the attacking ranks
of Westons. Last night'’s attack on the Chemin des Dames plateay, a high
ridge which the Germans lost in the spring campaign and are now trying
desperately to recover, was even less fruitful than others have been at the out-
set. The Germans were not able even to get near the French lines at the
Hustebise Monument and The Dragon, where their attacks were launched, and
they fell back with severe losses.

General Halg Is again nibbiing at the German lines in Belgium. Last night
he took another bite fnto the territory east of Messines Ridge and advanced
the British lines slightly nearer Osttaverne, a mile northeast of Wytschatet.

THE RUSSIAN REPORT.

Petrograd, July 30—General Korniloff's offensive in eastern Galicia con-
tinues, says today’s official Russian war department statement, despite the en-
ergetic resistance and stubborn counter-attacks of the Teutons, Additional vil-
lages have been captured. More than 1,000 prisoners were taken yesterday. The
Russfans also captured three field guns, many trench mortars and machine guns
and a quantity of war material.

The statement says the enemy hasretreated to the Lommica River. In two
days the Russians penetrated to a depth of six and two-third miles the enemy
positions west of Stanislau.

In order to insure a fair dis-
tribution and prevent cornering, which
occurred last winter, coal cards will be
instituted.
